The zoology class will finish the study
of marine forms this week.

Theo. Larson returned to school this
week after being absent for some time
on account of sickness.

The third grade began studying in
their new-arithmetics this week.

There hasbeen alarge number of cases
of tardiness in Miss Crosby’s room the
past week which will be bad for the
month’s report.

Laura Swanson returned to school
Wednesday after being absent on ac-
count of sickness.

Selma Larson, of Miss Benson’s room,
is now back at school after being absent
for some time on account of sickness.

Aleda Herschberger returned to
school this week after several weeks of
absence.

New arithmetics were distributed
among all the grades above the second
this week.

The school district now owns nearly
81400 worth of free text books, compris-
ing 959 volumes. The value of our
supplementary reading is 3129 additional.
The pupils thus have the use of 8529
worth of texts and supplementaries
which too often are considered to cost
the parents nothing. The parentsdo pay
however for nearly ali this material.
Even that money which comes to us as
state aid is at bottom only the same dol-
lars and cen s that we paid to our county
treasurer a year or two ago as taxes.
The cost to us however is much less than
it would be, did the parents buy their
books directly, and this for three rea-
sons. First, by buyiog directly of the
publishers we get the very lowest yrices
and thus save the middleman’s profit.
Second the books can be made to last
longer under the direct supervision of
the teacher. Pupils are held respon-
sible for the care of these books and
teachers are required to take up and ex-
amine them carefully from time to time.
Lastly there isan economy in making
your text books serve for following
grades. Under proper care a -can
be made to last from three to four years.
First, second and third readers are
finished in a year, but the books instead
of being laid aside as of no further use,
as isthe case when parents buy the
texts, are used three times in the same
grade. The outlay for texts this year
has been unusually large. At the be-
ginoing of the year there were not
enough books 1n any one study to supply
pupils. The district did not own over
seventy-five arithmeties all told, and the
school enrolled over three hundred pu-
pils. Other texts were correspondingly
short. Now we are well stocked with
the regular text books and can furnish
all comers with complete outfits. To
look after these books and keep them in
order is no small matter. We shall say
a word about this next week.

The Absolute Sale for Taxes.

The deputies under Sheriff Lawrence
have completed the work of serving
notice upon the occupants of lands that
are to be sold for delinquent taxes at
the forfeited sale, and the Sheriff has
made his returns to Auditor Gleason.
There were 197 people occupying these
tracts of land in Red Lake county and
186 in Polk county, making a total of
less than 400 out of upwards of 9,000 to
be sold.

The sale of the regular delinquent tax
property will be open on May Tth,and as
gsoon as it is completed, the absolute
sale of forfeited lands will commence.
Many of the more valuable pieces will
be redeemed prio to that time, but the
bidding will likely be quite spirited on
some of the tracts, as in many instances
they are quite valuable.—Crookston
Times.

A Serious Accident.'

A terrible accident occured in one of
Bagley’s lumper camps yesterday after-
noon as a result of which Albert New-
man, a chopper, whose home is at Still-
water, is lying at the point of death in
the hospital at Brainerd with his skull
crushed, hLis shoulder dislocated and
otherwise bruised and disfigured.
