Probably at none of the eleven an-
nual conferences has the United- Nor-
wegian church so fully merited its title

____as by the one which closed at Bethles
tem church, Minneapolis, recently.
The last vestige of strife appears to
have been removed, and the church is
vow launched on a prosperous and
happy work. Its mission is still to pro-
mote harmony and unity, and it is not
unlikely that the majority of those
who sat in the conference which has
just ended its labors may see all or
nearly all the Norwegian Lutherans in

America gathered in one fgld. Such

an idea would have been derided a few

vears back, and, while traces of form-

er schism are still observable, there
- are many happy augeries for the fu-
ture. There are still four principal
sects, or, rather, faections; but the
prejudices of the older members is
tardly shared by the younger genera-
tion. Quite certain it is that when the
English language prevails that com-
plete unity is not far distant.

The tendency to break into English
was noticed among many of the speak-
ers, and some made it a point to em-
ploy the language of the country every
time they spoke, and never once did
any one make any of the objections to
this speech, as the writer has heard in
years past.

Already two clergymen use English
exclusively—the Rev. Gustav Stearns
of Milwaukee and Rev. H. B. Kildahl
of Chicago—while a great many others
conduct services in English at least
once 2 month, while the so-called Eng-
ish conference is growing rapidly. The
most active leader in this latter move-
ment is Dr. E. G. Lund, one of the pro-
fessors at the United Church seminary
In Minneapolis.

The affairs of the church are wholly

| Any mention of the leadirg men of
the United States would be quite in-
romplete withoutj refercncé to Rev.
Iver H. Dahl of Ratna, Iowa. With his
round, ruddy face, his great girth and
his mutton-chop whiskers, he is a per-
fect subject for the cartoonist’s idea of
| John Bull. None will be surprised to
hear that he carries 350 pounds avoir-
dupoise with him wherever he goes.
About twenty-five years ago he was
a missionary in one of the n tive stites
in the Madras presidency of India, and
smiles indulzently when anyone speaks
of hot weather, for he can remember
the time when the thermometer never
went below 99 degrees, even at night,
for three long, weary months. The ra-
jah of the state, with six names of five
or mcre sylhble« each, offered every
inducement to have Rev. Mr. Dahl re-
main, and even offered to make him

Dr. Swensson and His Weork.
Dr. Carl O. Swensson, the new presi-

dent of Augustana college, at Rock Is-
land, the chief Swedish educational in-
stitution in America, is one of the most
influential Swedes in America. The
selection is particularly happy
while the statement may appear broad,
there is no hesitarey in saying that the
Augustana synod could not have bet-
tered its choice in the wide world.
Highly gifted as a speaker, a man of
fine literary attainments, of undoubted
executive ability and unboundel enthu-
siasm, with a genial manner and iine
presence, he is a credit and honor to
the Swedish people in Ameriea.

Dr. Swensson will b2 forty-three
yvears old next Monday. having been
born at Sugar Grove, Pa., June 2
1857. He was a member of the £
class graduated from. Augustana cal-
lege, with which his father, the zeal-
ous pioneer clergyvman, Rev . Jonas

Swepsson, teok sueh a leading part in |

upbuilding. Dr. Swensson’s great work
has been done at. Lindsborg, Kas,
where he founded Bethany college and,
by his own partieular genius, made it
second only to the State University of
Kansas in size and importance, and
vieing in attendance with Augustana
college, although the latter has the
whole country to draw from. Dr.
Swersson’s power of attracting stu-
dents and instilling erthusiasm among
his assistants is almost marvelous.

An Adept in Physical Culture.

Hartvig Nissen has accepted the ap-
pointinent as directer of physical
training in the Breokline, Mass., public
schocls, and the board must be con-
gratulated in having secured one cf the
most competent men'in Am:rica. Com-
ing to Washington in 1833, afier hav-
ing taken extended courses in Norway
and Germany, he cpened the first
schoel in Washington. The govermnent
then placed him in charge of the work
in the public schools. Since then he
has served in a similar capacity at
Johns Hopkins university; at the
Catholie university, Georgetown, D. C.
The government bureau of education
sent him to the New Orleans exposi-
tion. Since 1891 -Prof. Nissen has been
in Boston, and, in addition to his
work in the schools he taught every
Saturday at Wellesley college and at
the Harvard summer school.

Looking Up American Coal.

‘A report from Gothenberg says: The
board of managers of the state rail-
roads has, by reason of the critical
state ‘of the coal trade, turned its at-
tention to the United S(aes, and has,
through the firm of Andersen & Lind-
berg, ordered a sample shipment, which
possibly will be followed by other or-
ders. The agreement stipulates the de-
livery of 4,600°tons of “Pocahontas”
smokeless coal of the’ very finest qual-
ity, equal to the best South Wales
$:2m coal from England. The entire |

samnle shipment will arrive at Gothen-
burg in one steamer. The railroad
managers are also negotiating for the
purchase of American coal of lower
grade. For instance, a quantity quoted
50 cents a ton less than for the coal
already ordered. Ordinarily, English
coal costs $5.50 per tom, c¢. i. f.,
(charges inclusive of freight), at S\ved-
ish ports; but the same quality can
probably be obtained cheaper from
America, provided the present differ-
ence in freight rates can be somewlmt
