Some
days ago quantities of fish were ob-
served swimming uneasily near the
surface of the water above the First
Cataract, and during the mnext few
days thousands of dead fish, large and
small, were discovered in the imme-
diate vicinity. The cause is not yet
known, but the authorities are taking
sleps to ascertain it, as disastrous re-
sults might ensue should the Nile be
found polluted with poisonous matter.

Gen. A. W. Greely, chief signal offi-
cer, has received so many letters con-
taining suggestions for devices to be
used in the war against China that he
is bewildered. They present countless
ideas ranging from a cipher code to a
scheme for desiroying the combined
forces of the Boxers at a single blow.
The cipher code came from a western
man who declares that “it baffles skill
to unravel this code.” To this state-
ment Gen. Greely agrees most heartily.
The letter explains that the code con-
sists of a system of numbers which
are to be spoken. For instance, “137
plus 53 minus 8,” would mean “attack
on the right flank.”

Kansas City business men, prepar-
ing to welcome the Democratic Con-
vention, took an original step toward
beautifying their city when they in-
stituted a ‘“good lawns contest” and
offered about forty prizes, aggregat-
ing sixteen hundred dollars. The larg-
est prize, two hundred and fifty dol-
lars, was given for “the prettiest lawn
of twenty-five feet or over;” and there
were prizes for the best lawn kept by
children, the neatest vacant lot, the
best display in window-boxes, the most
attractive schoolhouse lawn, and many
other decorative features. The prizes
were awarded by “committees of well-
known ladies from out of town,” who
found the task difficult, but like ev-
erybody else enjoyed the general re-
sult. Why should not other cities
earry out, next summer, the same ex-
cellent idea? Conventions come and
go, but a city abides, and all its rest-
dents profit permanently by any gain
in beauty.

MUST TOE THE MARK

EMPHATIC MESSAGE SENT TO Oll-
NESE GOVERNMENT.

Officials Decline to Outline It in Any
Definite Manner, but It Is Under-
stood to Demand a Sqn-rq-tood
Compliance With the Conditions
of the President’s Reply to the
Appeal for Medintion—-Grave Ap-
prehension for the Safety of the
Foreign Ministers — Dispatches
From Chaffee and Remey.

Washington, Aug. 10.—The Chinese
situation is considered very grave by
the authorities in Washington. The re-
ceipt of the message from Minister
Conger Tuesday night, which indicated
a continuation of the firing upon the
legationers and the Chinese govern-
ment’s insistence that the ministers
should leave Peking, which Mr. Conger
considered would mean certain death,
brought matters to an accute stage.
As a result of consultations among of-
ficials it was announced at the close of
the day that a message to the imperial

government at Peking had been deliv-

to his government. The text of the
message was prepared by Acting Sec-

It was- then stated definitely that the
authorities of this government would
not make public the text of this latest
communication to China till Minister
‘Wu had had an opportunity to forward
it to his government. The chief of-
ficials of the government were not will-
ing to outline in any definite manner
the contents of the message, although
it was generally accepted that the com-
munication was emphatic and to the
point. The state department sent a
cipher cable message to Minister Con-
ger responsive to his message made
public Tuesday night, and intended to
test the assertion of the Chinese edict
that free cipher communication would
be allowed.
Only Partial Compliance.

The message sent to the Chinese gov-
ernment through Minister Wu, accord-
ing to the best information obhtainable,
informs the government that the re-
moval of restrictions upon communica-
tion with our minister, evidenced both
by the receipt of Minister Conger's
message and the ‘transmission of the
edict of the 5th, is very gratifying, but
is not an.entire compliance with the
original demands of the president in
his reply to the appeal for mediation.
In his original communication to the
emperor of China he laid down three
conditions precedent to any action
looking to negotiations for the settle-
ment of the difficulties between

China and the Powers,
These conditions, in the president's
own words ‘were as follows:

“I must solemnly urge upon your
majesty’s government to give public
assurance whether the foreign minis-
ters are alive, and if so, in what con-
dition. To put the diplomatic represen-
tatives of the powers in immediate angd
free communication with their respec-
tive governments and to remove all
dangers to their lives and liberty. To
place the imperial authorities of Chiga
in communication with the relief expa-
dition, so that co-operation may be
secured between them for the libera-
tion of the legations and the protection
gt foreigners by the restoration of or-

er.”

These three demands practically were
reiterated in the dispatch which Secre-
tary Hay sent to Consul General Good,"
now at Shanghai Aug. 1 for

Submisxion to Li Hung Chang.
The authorities consider that the open-
ing of communication with Minister
Conger, therefore only complieg with
the president’s demands. With the le-
gationers still under fire e Chinese
government cannot be said to have re-
moved *‘all dangers to their lives and
liberty,” and, moreover, so far as is
known here the imperial autioerities of
China have made no efforts to com-
municate and co-operate with the relief
expedition. The new demand upon the
Chinese government is for square-toed
compliance with these conditions.
There is hope, growing out of the fact
that the Chinese government has
vielded partially, that when confronted
with the firm position taken by the
United States it will be sufficiently im-
pressed to make complete acquiescence.
Two dispatches were received during
the day, one from Admiral Remey and
the other from Gen. Chaffee.

It clearly
implies the purpose of the Chinese gov-
ernment to resist the advance move-
ment of the allies to the full extent of
its power, coupled with the further im-
plication that further hostile demon-
strations on the part of the allies may
jeopardize the lives of the ministers.
So far as known there if no special
purpose of calling a halt in the allied
movement against Peking. It is ac-
knowledged that the relief column is
not strong enough to maintain war

great length of time, but heavy rein-
forcements are en route to China.
Their arrival on the scene may alter

BRITONS MORE HOPEFUL,

Thans to the Dispatches of Macdon-
ald and Admiral Bruce.

London, Aug. 10.—Beyond the official
news given out yesterday the morning
papers contain no direct information of
importance from China. Thanks to the
dispatches of Sir Claude Macdonald
and Rear Admiral Bruce, there is a
general . digposition ,tg..._.\q,ke/fp. more
hopeful view of the situagign. The re-
port of the appointment of Field Mar-
shal Count von Waldersee as com-
mander-in-chief of the international
forces meets with general approval,
The text of the edict of Aug. 2,-authors
izing the escort of the ministers from
Peking to Tien-tsin, given out at the
Chinese legation, says in part: *“In
view of the existence of hostilities be-
tween certain Chinese rebels and for-
eign powers, causéd by the Christian
feelings of the Chinese people, we havq
afforded reasonable protection to the
foreign representatives in Peking and
the tsung li yamun has sent to the le-
gations letters of inquiry and proposals
for their safe conveyance under escort
to Tien-tsin in order to avoid appre-
hension of further attack from rebels
before the complete restoration of
peace and order in the capital. We
have now, on the advice of Li Hung
Chang and Liu Kun Yi, to authorize
Yung Lu to escort them to Tien-tsin.
If there be any rebels en route trying
to endanger the safety of the pariy the
officials have to destroy the rebels at
once.”

The chinese legation believes that the
members of the foreign legations have
not yet left Peking, but that they wili
do so, and declares that the edict woulg
not have been issued had not the for-
eign ministers signified a willingness to
accept the escort.

NEBRASKA DESPERADOES.

The Johnson Broth~ rs Make Things
Lively at Emerson.

Emerson, Neb., Aug. 10.—Four broth-
ers, members of the Johnson gang,
vesterday came to town and came in
contact with City Marshal John Lar-
son, who, with a number of citizens,
engaged them in a fight., Larson was
clubbed to the ground and Nels Tol-
strop, a farmer, had his skull frac-
tured. The four men made their es-
cape after the arm of one had been
broken with a piece of gas pipe.
Later a posse of ten men with Win-
chester rifles found the four despera-
does and a short conflict ensued. One
of the Johnsons was wounded and
brought to this city. The search for
the other three is being continued. A
lynching is threatened. Marshal Lar-
son is badly injured and may lose the
sight of one eye.

Washington, Aug. 9.—Another cable-
gram came to the state department
yesterday afternoon from Minister
Conger at Peking, which is the second
received direct from him since June 12.
It is the first which has come direct
from the minister since the above date.
The other was received through the
intermediary of the Chinese minister
here, Mr. Wu. Yesterday's telegram
shows that the situation in the Chinese
capital is still of a very serious charac-
ter, that the ministers are still in dan-
ger from the Chinese troops and that
the supply of ammunition and provis-
jons has been reduced to a very cony
siderable extent. So important were
the statements contained in the dis-
patch that a

Conference Was Held
by wire between several of the officials
here and the president at Canton, last-
ing for several hours. At its conclus-
fon the cablegram from Mr. Conger
was made public as follows:

“Still besieged. Situation more pre-
carious. Chinese government insisting
upon our leaving Peking, which would
be certain death. Rifle firing upon us
daily by imperial troops. Have abun-
dant courage but little ammunition or
provisions. Two progressive yamun
ministers beheaded. All connected
with legation of the United States well
at present moment. —Conger.”

Stimulate Their Energies.

The cablegram came in the official
cipher of the department. It is une
dated, like his previous cablegram, but
from the information furnished by his
reference to the beheading of two
memnibers of the tsung li yamun and
to the insistence or the Chinese gov-
ernment for the removal of the min-
isters from Peking state department
officials say it may be assigrfed a date
not earlier than July 30, and, perhaps,
not later than Aug. 2.

ward movement. Gen. Chaffee's dis-
patch to the war department conveyed
the most satisfactory evidences that
the commanders had thoroughlyt
agreed to advance upon a plan of ac=
tion and that there is every indication
that this plan has been followed, as
Gen. Chaffee on Friday sent the cablo
gaying that the attack upon the Chi<

London, Aug. 9—In the house of com«
mons to-day Benjamin Louis Cohen, Con-
servative, asked the chancellor of the
exchequer, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, the
reason of the early closing of subscrip-
tions for exchequer bonds. The chancel-
Jor said the lists were closed as soon as
the bonds had been subscribed for.

The consuls here are by
no means disposed to credit Earl Li's
statement. All other reports that have
reached here up to this hour indicate
that the ministers have not left Pe-
king.”

Allies Suffer a Check.

“The advance of the allied forces
eommenced to-day,” cables the British
consul at Tien-tsin under date of Aug.
4. This is the first official information
received here that the attempt to re-
lieve Peking has begun. It is accepted
as correct. The British consul does
not mention any fighting, but the
Shanghai correspondent of the Daily
Mail, telegraphing Sunday, says: “The
Peking relief column is reported to
have suffered a check. The Chinese
are said to have adopted Tugela tac-
tics, and after several hours’ fighting
have retreated.”

This is the only message recelved in
London this morning bearing out the
reports of Admiral Remey and Com-
mander Taussig regarding an

Engagement at Peitsang.
The fact that the advance did not be-
gin until Saturday is taken to strength-
en the accounts of a battle Sunday. In
the same cablegram which was read in
the house of commons the oconsul at
Tien-tsin says: ‘“News from the Jap-
anese legation has been received up to
Aug. 1.” Therefore edicts announcing
the safety of ministers on that date
are confirmed. Yesterday the Chinese
minister, Sir Chih Chen Loh Fen Yuh,
communicated. to Lord Salisbury a
message from the tsung li yamun,
dated July 31, reiterating the state-
ment that the ministers were safe on
that date and repeating the friendly
relations existing between them and
the yamun, as well as the
Sending of Supplies

to them by the yamun. The message
contains the important statement: “A
successful termination of the confer-
ence with the ministers for their con-
veyance to Tien-tsin under escort is
expected, but owing to recommence-
ment of hostilities at Tien-tsin code
telegrams for transmission to the rep-
resentatives are considered undesira-
ble.”

This appears to confirm the state-
ment that the Chinese government
will endeavor to stop the march to
Peking by using the ministers as
hostages.

The Lokal Anzgeier of Berlin, pub-
lishing an interview with ©Li ‘.H:ung
Chang, quotes him as declaring em-
phatically that China must not in any
circumstances

Cede Any More Territory

to any power. In reply. to a question
why the rebellion was not put down
Earl Li is represented as having said:
“I blame Prince Tuan, the empress
dowager and the whole Peking govern-
ment. But for their lack of energy the
situation would never have become SO
serious.”

The St. Petersburg correspondent of
the Daily Mail says: ‘“Active negotia-
tions are proceeding between Russia
and the United States, the probable
outcome of which will be a resolution
to uphold the integrity of China uncon-
ditionally.”s

A Shanghai correspondent of the
same paper says that the Americans
there are urging the appointment of
Gen. MacArthur as commander-in-
chief of the aliied forces.

NEWS OF FIGHTING

Causes Speculation Among Wash-
ington Authorities.
Washington, Aug. 8§.—The announce-
ment received through Admiral Remey"
and Commander Tauyssig of repos:ted
heavy fighting on the road near Tien-
tsin, was the news of interest in the
Chinese situation yesterday. Little
doubt was expressed at the navy de-
partment that the news was substan-
tially correct. It is probable a later
report may reduce the list of casual-
ties among the international forces,
but it is evident that the move on
Peking is at last fairly under way and
that strong opposition has been en-
countered. The war department of-
ficials, who have been exceedingly re-
ticent for several days as to news from
the seat of war, admitted, when the
naval dispatches were received, that
the announcement of the battle was

not unexpected.

Opinion among the various officials
now in Washington is somewhat di-
vided as to just what is presaged by
yesterday’s events. The most optimis-
tic are inclined to think that such a
severe blow as the Chinese must have
received at Peitsang will result in the
speedy disintegration of the forces now
opposing the march of the international
column. In line with this prediction it
was prophesied that the Chinese gov-
ernment would find means to send the
ministers from Peking under escort
and thus stave off the advance upon
the capital.. On the other hand there
was a number of officers in a position
to judge equally well who held that the
fight at Peitsang was only the begin-
ning of a strenuous resistance that
would be continued to the gates of Pe-
king or beyond.
