ANDREW OPHEIM.

Mr. Andrew Opheim, nominee

for Representative on the Repub-
lican ticket, was born in Voss,Nor-
way. Nov. 14th, 1844, and there

Southern part of Minnesota where

he. in the summer months worked

on farms and in winter taught
school. After 10 years of steady
labor and having saved up a little

money, in the spring of ‘B2 he

came to Fertile, or rather what was

known as Aldal. There he formed

a partnership with Dr. A. Nilson

in the drug and gene/;?? mercan-

tile busj^. c^VKhich they conducted

for.lo years. Dr. Nilson then re-

tiring and* Mr. Opheim continuing
in the mercantile line for 3 years.
He then formed the present part-

i nership of Opheim & Frich. He

has also several farms, has been

mayor and several times served on

^he council of whichJ^ is a

^mber at present.
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BRYAN AT CROOKSTON.

It was an expectant train load of peo-

ple who went down to Crookston from

here last Saturday afternoon to hear W.

J. Bryan, the fusion candidate for presi-

dential honors, whose fame as an orator

has spread throughout the length and

breath of the land. They went from

here 120 strong. They saw and heard,

along with thousands of others from

other parts of the country, and came

home the next morning more or less

pleased with their trip and with the

famous Bryan.

Summing up the opinions of those

who attended the meeting, representing
all sides and shades of politics, one can-

not avoid feeling convinced that the

Bryan speech at Crookston last Satur-

day night done the republican party

more benefit than harm. He was a dis-

appointment to many of his own party.
At Grand Forks the same speech,word

for word, was made by Mr. Bryan and

this is the way the Herald sums up the

address in an able editorial in its Sun-

day edition:

Of the oratical ability of Mr. Bryan,
and of his personal magnetism there can

be no doubt. It is not to be expected
that a man who delivers from live to ten

speeches even day will be able toprepare
a new address to fit every occasion, and

no fault is to be found with Mr. Bryan
because his speeches are simply repeti-
tions of others with which the public is

already familiar. It is a pleasure to see a

public man in person, and to hear from

his own lips the argument upon which

he bases his campaign, even though he

says nothing new.

Now that we have heard Mr. Bryan,
however, what have we gained? We have

been charmed by his ready wit. His

stories are apt and amusing, his illustra-

tions pertinent, his sentences well round-

ed, and his arguments conspicuous by
their absence. No man who desires to

maintain a reputation for veracity and

good judgment will attempt to dignify
yesterday’s talk by terming it an argu-
ment. It was anything rather than that.

It was an appeal to prejudice, to passion
and to emotion. It was a rhetorical

effort in which ridicule took the place of
reason and sarcasm the place of fact.

And withal, it was a typical presentation
of the democratic case.

But a short time ago there passed
away from the field of action a man whose

character and methods in many respects
strongly resembled those of Mr. Bryan.
Robert J. Ingersoll was an eloquent
speaker, an orator of consummate ability,
a skillful reader of human nature. So is

Mr. Bryan. Col. Ingersoll was vigorous
and untiring in his onslaughts on Chris-

tianity. No religious belief was too old or

too fondly cherished to be exempt from
his attacks. His mission, as he under-
stood it, was to destroy religion, and to

this end he devoted himself, without at-

tempting to suhstute anything for that
which he would destroy. The man who
followed Ingersoll’s line of thought and

accepted his arguments would find him-

self bereft of Christ, of God, of faith of

every spiritual belief which he had held,
dear, without reverence for the past or

hope for the future.

Bryan is in politics what Ingersoll was

in religion. His is a destructive, and
not a constructive genius. His mission

is not to build up, bui to tear down, to

create dissensions, not to remove them.
In his speech yesterday, with the soli-

tary exception of a lame and illogical at-

tempt to outline a Philippine policy,
there was not the slightest, approach to

an effort to prescribe a remedy for the
conditions which he finds so oppressive.
The term “calamity howling” has be-

come somewhat hackneyed, but no other

fits the case. We were told that the

rich are growing richer, and the poorer:
that we are strangled by monopolies and
smothered by trusts: that we pay more

for what we buy, and receive less for
what we sell; that our condition is ra-

pidly going from bad to worse. We

were treated to a recital of ills and

wrongs of which some are only too real,
and others are wholly imaginary. But

through it all we were not given a word
>r a syllable to indicate by what means

;he Democratic party proposes to remedy
matters. We were led into darkest

Egypt and cruelly left there without be-

ing pointed to the way.
Mr. Bryan aspires to the office of

president of this great republic, an office
whose duties and responsibilities are of

the gravest and most important charac-
tei lie tells us that our industrial,
commercial, and political affairs are in a

most deplorable condition. If he un-

derstands the gravity of the ehUK which
he desires to.afjaitnfT, he has some plan,
->.iwmethod of relief. If he has not he

either does not believe his own state-
ments as to our condition, or he is guilty
of criminal fool-hardiness in offering to
take charge of the alfairs of seventy
million people without a definite plan
for the performance of the work. But

syllable which indicates the existence of
