Drs. McKinnon & Gilmore Will Build

a $5,000 Hospital Building.

The ground was staked out and work

comm meed on Wednesday of this week

upon a .mspital building that will be a

great improvement to the town and will
attract c msiderable attention from out-

side jHiinlswhen completed. The pre-
sent building used by these experienced
doctors and situated in the eastern part
of town has proved to be entirely inadi-

quate to accommodate their continually
increasing business and the erection of

the handsome large hospital now com-

menced is not being done so much for

convenience as from necessity. However,
when completed, the new Fosston hos-

pital will beume of the best equipp 'd
and most complete institutions of the

kind in the Northwest.

The main building willbe two stories

high, 50x30 feet, the ceilings being 10

feet high in the,first story and 9 feet on

the second floor. On the. west side two

ward rooms, 26x24. one above the other,
will be built*and on the south a kitchen

24x30, with the hospital dining room,

willbe attached. A roomy basement

willbe made under the main bunding
and the stone and brick foundation

under the entire building willbe 4 feet

beneath the surface of the ground and 4

feet above the level.
The front of the main building will be

used for the independent consulting
rooms and dressing room. In addition

to these on the first floor there willbe a

waiting room, library, private dining
room and one of the ward rooms.

The second floor will contain the
second ward room, three private patients’
rooms, an operating and bath room, with
accommodations for nurses and helpers
over the kitchen. The two wards will
accommodate 24 patients at one time,
and the private bedrooms will hold seve-

ral more.

This entire building will Ire heated by
an improved hot water system and hot

and cold water will be supplied through
pipes to each room. Many modern ap-

pliances. including a first class X ray

apparatus, will be introduced and when

opened for patients as it will be not

later than December Ist, this hospital
willbe complete in its appointments in

every particular and second to none in

this part, of the country. The doctors
willhave their offices in the hospital
and will therefo’re be in closer touch
with their patients than now and every
attention possible will be given to their

hospital patrons.
Miss Lehan. who has in past years so

ably superintended the nursing wiil

again assume the position of head nurse

this winter. It is the aiip of the doctors
to make their hospital one of the best in
the state and they willspare no expense

to make it such. The work <f putting
up the building willbe rushed through
as quickly as possible and when complete
it will be a credit to the owners and to

the ci t \. ,
