McKINLEY AND ROOSEVELT THE VICTORS

Returns From all States Practically Com-
plete--Conigress Remains in Rep-

ublican

Control.

Returns from practically all of the
states are complete. The figures, though
unofficial, leave no room for doubt, except
in Kentucky, Idaho and Nebraska. In
the two former the chances favor the
Democratg, while both parties appear to
be equally sanguine of capturing Nebras-
ka. McKinley and Roosevelt are elected
by a large popular vote and their vote
in the electoral college will be 202, pro-
viding Nebraska turns out to have gone
Republican.

The Republicans have elected at least
208 congressmen, with a combined op-
position of 154, making a Republican ma-
Jority of 49. In the senate the Repub-
licans will have 36 votes, and the com-
bined crposition, conceding 2 to Nebras-
ka, of 37, making a Republican majority
of 16.

The official returns, although not quite
complete, indicate that McKinley's plu-
rality will be about 145,000. John B.
Stanchfield, the Democratic nominee for
governor, ran ahead of his party’s presi-
dential electors, but Odell’s plurality still
remains about 100,000. Both houses of the
state legislature are Republican by a
large majority, but a number of districts
are clgse and it may require the official
count to decide in several cases. The con-
gressional representation from this state
will consist of twenty-one Republicans
and thirteen Democrats.

REPUBLICANS CARRY STATE BY
ABOUT 106,000,

Robert M. La Follette Keeps Well
Up With the Presidential Elee-
tors—Few Changes Likely to Be
Made Iin State Offices.

Milwaukee, Nov, 7.—Everything took on
its normal condition to-day and there
were no signs that an election had been
held. The complete figures of the Re-
publican victory in Wisconsin will not be
known for perhaps several days, as many
of the rrecincts are far distant from rail-
way stations and will be sent in by mail.

Gen. Bryant, chairman of the Republic-
an state central committee, reduced his
claims of plurality slightly from those
previously given out, placing his latest
estimates at 106,000 for both national and
state tickets.

Chairman Worden of the Democratic
state committee was at his office attend-
ing to the winding up of the affairs of
the con.mittee preparatory to closing the
headquarters, Speaking of the result in
the state he said the stupendous majori-
tles were a surprise to everybody.

The Republican state headquarters will
probably remain open until the complete
returns have been received Intrest now
centers in the appointments which will
be made by Gov.-elect Robert M. La Fol-
lette. But few changes are likely to be
made by the new governor ang no changes
are talked of in the offices of the other
state offices.

The only counties jn the state carried
by the Democrats ware Calumet, Dodge,
Jefferson, Manitowoc and Ozaukee.

Gen. Bryant wired to Mr. La Follette in
Madison from time to time that he was
keeping up with McKinley. In most cases
the returns show that the Republican
mominees for congress were running
about the same as the nominees for presi-
dent and governor, except in the Second
and Fourth districts, where Dahle and
Otjen ran somewhat behind the ticket.

The pluralities of the Republican con-
gressmen in the first six districts are
First district, A. Cooper, 11,000; Second,
Herman Dahile, 2,000; Third, J. W. Bab-
cock, 13000; Fourth, Theodore Otjen,
2,600; Fifth, 8. S. Barnay, 6,500; Sixth,
J. H. Davidson, 7,000.

The Republicans elected ten assembly-
men and the Democrats five in this city.
The fight between Otjen and Peck in the
Fourth congressional district was a warm
one, Otjen winning out by a greatly re-
duced plurality.

Gen. Bryant, the Republican chairman,
says: “We will have a solid congres-
sional delegation, and the state legisla-
ture will be overwheliningly Republican.'”

Fourth. In the Seventh, Candidates
Kneeshaw and Spencer both claim a vie-
tory, and the result may not be known
till complete returns are in.
