Friends of those in the line brought
pots of coffee and bags of sandwiches
and breakfast was eaten standing.
Good nature prevailed, and nothing
in the way of a scrap occured after the
line was formed.

Promptly to the second the door
swung, Special Agent McEnery of the
Interior department being in charge,
and the first squad of four was ad-
wmitted. Joel ogelberg of Fosston
was the first to hand his papers to Re-
gister Peterson. They described the
southwest quarter of section 12 town
146, range 37 theland being located
four miles southeast of Bagley, and his
entry was numbered 3,061, Chippewa
series.

Each applicant had his money in
hand, and the papers all being in pro-
per form the four held up their hands
and were sworn together. The entire

rocess had consumed but four minutes.

he lucky four passed outa side door
and a second squad was admitted.

One of these found the tract he
coveted had been taken, but he was
equal to the emergency, and had papers
in hand covering a second choice.

In this manner the business pro-

gressed, the work being so well systema-
tized that each of the officials and
clerks could work to the best possible
advantage.. Ip several cases third and
fourth choices had to be made as pre-
ceding claimants had selected the tracts
covered by the later comers. In one
case five separate sets of papers were
rejected as the land sought had been
taken as a whole or in part.
% When the doors closed, 12 m, 128 had
presented their filings out of which
pumber but 96 had secured claims, the
remainder having decided that they
would reserve their rights and look up
homesteads elsewhere.

After dinner the line became merely
a succession of stragglers, and no one
protested another’s right to get ahead.
Wherever their was a piece left that
suited the claimant he took it. The
books at the closing hour this afternoon
showed that a total of 115 claims had
becn taken.

Now that it is almogt over, the open-
ing of White Earth reservation lands
wasn’t an event of the magnitude that
it was expected to be after all. It pre-

sented -less of the pyrotecnic fozltnres!
that made the Red Lake opening four
years ago one of the most enteresting
events of the kind that ever ocecured,
but its effects will be long felt and they
will cumber the records of the land
