The library offers 14
workstations with In-
ternet access for public
use. You may set up a
free Internet e-mail ac-
count online. Signing up
for the computers is on
a first come, first served
basis, and patrons may
use a work station for
one hour.

Children may also use
the workstations with In-
ternet access if a parent
or guardian has signed an
Internet safety contract
for the child.

There is no charge for
the use of the comput-
er with the exception
of printing, for which
we charge 10 cents per
page for black and white
and 25 cents for color.

Other software avail-
able for use on the com-
puters includes Microsoft
Office; Access (a data-
base authoring program);
Excel (a spreadsheet pro-
gram); Publisher (a pro-
gram for creating flyers,
brochures, catalogs, and
Web sites); and Word
(a word-processing pro-
gram).

One of the worksta-
tions is equipped with a
scanner and Adobe Cre-

All persons un-
der the age of 17 must
have a parent or guard-
ian come into the library
to sign an Internet safety
contract for them.

The book drop, a new
facet of the library, is lo-
cated on the side of the
building next to the park-
ing lot that separates the
library from the Family
Dollar.

The library is open Sun-
day from noon to 6 p.m.;
Monday, from 1 to 6 p.m.;
Tuesday from 10 a.m. to
7 p.m.; and Wednesday,
Thursday & Friday, from
1 to 6 p.m. The library is
closed on Saturdays.
