 Information about area at-
tractions, restaurants and re-
tail shopping can be 
obtained. The Wel-
come Center is lo-
cated in our growing 
cultural and historic 
district in the center 
of downtown. 
 Goldthwaite, pop-
ulation 1,878, is the coun-
ty seat for Mills County. Our 
restored courthouse proud-
ly stands on the courthouse 
square. We invite you to tour 
it. It is a lasting reminder of 
our industrious community, 
traditional Texas values and 
our “can do” spirit. 
 Our rural history spans many 
generations of Texans and 
still includes numerous family 

owned businesses. Our busi-
ness community takes great 
pride in offering you fi rst class 
services and goods, many 
unique to Goldthwaite and the 
surrounding Hill Country area.
 If you like history, if you like 
the outdoors, if you like expe-
riencing traditional small-town 
Texas, then this is the place 
for you. Escape from the hus-
tle and bustle of the big city 
lights and traffi c. You can 
hunt, fi sh, hike, bird watch, 
horseback ride, visit a ranch, 
explore, view the wildfl owers, 
experience the history of our 
area or just relax and enjoy a 
beautiful Hill Country sunset 
along the banks of the Colo-
rado River. 
 A visit to Goldthwaite would 
not be complete without a 
stop at our Mills County His-
torical Museum, a self guided 
tour of the newly developed 
Legacy Plaza and Texas Bo-
tanical Gardens, or crossing 
over the Regency Swinging 

Bridge.
 Other recreational activities 
abound. The local golf course 
is conveniently located by the 
Goldthwaite Municipal Airport 
and just south of town on 
State Highway 16. The runway 
is 3,200 feet and the course 
is headquartered at the air-
port terminal building. Drive in 
or fl y in – the course is open 7 
days a week. During the sum-
mer months you can escape 

the heat by visiting the city 
swimming pool located in the 
city park. If you need to get 
caught up on your reading or 
check your email, the Jennie 
Trent Dew Library is located 
downtown next to the Muse-
um.
 We have an active Chamber 
of Commerce, which sponsors 
family oriented events all year 
long. Goldthwaite is home to 
a sanctioned Offi cial Texas 
State Championship Goat and 
BBQ Cook-off. This event is 
held the fourth Saturday in 
April of every year. Cookers 
compete for the right to be 
named the Texas Champion 
Goat Cooker and to represent 
Texas at national competi-
tions. And you won’t want to 
miss Goldthwaite at Christ-
mas. The City Park is fi lled 
with lights and displays and 
the Chamber hosts its annual 
Parade of Lights on the fi rst 
Saturday in December. Other 
events include a fi reworks dis-

play for the July 
4th celebra-
tion and a Wild 
Game Supper in 
November.
 Goldthwaite 
is a progressive 

community that seeks a bal-
ance between a pro-business 
environment while preserving 
our rural and agricultural her-
itage. The Economic Devel-
opment Corporation focuses 
on assisting business and job 
creation for our area. 
 Goldthwaite Consolidated 
Independent School District 
provides a quality learning en-
vironment in a small school 
setting.
