8. Some bedding provided by the fair - exhibitors may add additional bedding of their own if desired. No straw bedding allowed in the barn. ASSOC|at|On

9. Trucks and trailers shall park in designated areas after unloading.
10. All livestock exhibitors and drivers of vehicles transporting livestock will be admitted free. An exhibitor is defined as the person who attends the animal in the show ring.
11. Unruly animals may be excused from the show ring by the Judge or Show Chairperson.

12. All livestock shall be exhibited at Owner’s risk. Smith County Fair Association will not be responsible for any loss or damage to any animals or equipment, but every precaution will be taken to prevent any such
loss or damage
