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> Chamber Plans Hunter Appreciation Chili Lunch

ond year. The chili lunch will take
place on Saturday, November 4, at
the Legacy Plaza Pavilion in Goldth-
waite.

The Hunters Chili Lunch will take
place from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. on No-
vember 4th. We will be providing
chili and the fixings. Lunch will be
$5 per plate.

This year, we will again have
two hunting contests the day of
the Chili Lunch. We have the big-
gest buck and biggest doe contest.
Registration and weigh-in will take
place near the Legacy Plaza Pavil-
ion with a turn-in time of 12:00 p.m.
This event is open to vendors who
would like to set up a booth near
the pavilion. We also have plans for
live music and a silent auction dur-
ing the event.

The Chamber has already started
selling tickets in town and online for
our popular gun raffle. This year, six
different guns will be raffled off. Of
the six guns, five will be included in
the regular gun raffle. However, pro-
ceeds generated from tickets sales
for the sixth gun will go toward a
separate Chamber scholarship fund.

The five guns in the regular raffle
are the following: Springfield Saint
AR 15, Remington 1911 R1 pistol,
Henry Big Boy 44 Magnum, Tikka
270 Bolt Action Rifle, and a Smith
& Wesson LadySmith 38 Special
Revolver. The special scholarship
gun is a Glock 22 .40 caliber pistol.
Regular gun raffle tickets are $1 per
ticket. Raffle tickets for the scholar-
ship gun are one for $1 or six for $5.
