A significant merger oc-
curred In 1996: Weber Realty
and First Realty merged, form-
ing what is now the #1 real es-
tate company in south central
Wisconsin, First Weber Real
Estate. Jensen continued to
work and help the company
prosper under the new banner.

Making a career decision in
2001, Lori left her salaried posi-
tion in Madison to manage the
Lake Mills office and concen-
trate on selling real estate.
Under her deft management
and over the next decade, the
LM office quickly grew from four
agents to 20-plus agents. How-
ever, the duties of management
demanded the lion’s share of
her career time.

Finally in 2012, Lori left man-
agement and its responsibilities
to focus on selling real estate
full time. It didn’t take long for
her to realize that all those
years spent encouraging others
to sell real estate was advice
she was now ready to take her-
self; she was finally doing what
she was meant to do.

market continued to generate
unprecedented momentum, as
did Jensen’s business.
