Such is the situation regarding 
Mary G. Montgomery, which suffered through a hor-
rendous 2017 season, a season in which it did not win 
one single game under then-head coach Chris Wilson.

Wilson was relieved of  his duties after the season, 
one that saw the Vikings allow a school-record 441 
points. MGM scored 85 points offensively for the season 
and scored in double digits only three times.

In fact, the only competitive game the Vikings were 
in was against Class 7A, Region 1 foe Alma Bryant, a 
game MGM lost 34-26.
