• Experiment with flavor combinations. Be-
cause the groom’s cake is all about that special 
guy, the flavor of the cake should be centered 
around what he would enjoy. The sky is the 
limit on flavors and can include traditional 
chocolate, candy bar-inspired flavors, coffee, 
coconut, or even a bacon-infused cake.

• Consider serving the groom’s cake at the 
rehearsal. Some couples prefer to serve the 
groom’s cake at the rehearsal dinner rather 
than having two cakes at the wedding. Guests 
may not be able to fit two slices of cake after 
a large wedding meal, so serving the groom’s 
cake at the rehearsal dinner may be the best 
of both worlds.

The bride — and her cake — typically steal 
the show at the average wedding. Therefore, a 
groom’s cake can be a special touch that allows 
the groom to bask in his own wedding-day 
spotlight.
