• Monitor tire pressure. As noted, colder 
temperatures decrease tire pressure, so drivers 
should monitor their tire pressure regularly 
throughout winter to keep their vehicle safe 
and to ensure they are not wasting fuel.

• Remove the roof rack. Summer adven-
turists who love tying their mountain bike 
or kayak to their vehicles’ roof rack before 
heading off to explore parts unknown should 
remove those roof racks when the tempera-
tures dip. Roof racks increase wind resistance 
and decrease fuel economy, so remove them 
during the offseasons.
