Feliz Navidad: A Mexican-American Christmas
or Posadas (Inn or Lodging) honoring the story of Joseph and 
Mary’s pilgrimage to find lodging. The outside of houses are 
often decorated with evergreens, moss and paper lanterns. 
Nacimiento (nativity scenes) are also very popular in Mexico. 
Christmas Trees, while not traditional, are gaining popularity. 

The Ortega family also celebrate the holidays by get-
ting a freshly cut Christmas tree to decorate. And they 
make Abuelita, a Mexican brand of hot chocolate at 
Christmastime. 

Other Mexican holiday traditions include Noche Buena 
(Christmas Eve). People often take part in the final Posada 
and then in the evening have the main Christmas meal. Other 
popular dishes for the main Christmas meal include Pozole 
(a thick soup made with hominy, chicken or pork and chil-
ies), roast turkey, roast pork, bacalao (salt cod), romeritos (a 
green vegetable that’s cooked in a mole sauce with potatoes 
and shrimp) and there are normally salads served as side 
dishes such as Ensalada Nochebuena. Bunuelos, fried pastries, 
are very popular for dessert. Popular Christmas beverages 
include Ponche (a warm Christmas punch made with fruit) 
and Rompope (like egg nog).

In some states in Mexico children expect Santo Clós (Santa 
Claus) or El Niñito Dios (Baby Jesus) to come on December 
24. That evening, many Mexicans go to a Misa de Gallo 
(Midnight Mass service). In the south of Mexico, children 
receive presents on January 6 at Epiphany, which is known as 
el Dia de los Reyes. Often lots of fireworks ignite to celebrate 
Christmas Day. Indigenous people in Mexico wish each other 
a Merry Christmas with “Cualli netlācatilizpan” by the Nahuatl 
(central Mexico) and “Ki’imak navidad” in the Yucatec Maya 
language (Yucatán Peninsula).
