trucks full and they 
could go back full 
with salt to our ware-
house in Dodge City.”

The store also 
carries stock tanks, 
cattle panels, and a 
line of snacks such as 
cherry amaretto jelly, 
sarsaparilla soda and 
candied jalapenos.

“We try whenever 
possible to support 
Kansas businesses,” 
Stafford said, rec-
ommending the 
candied jalapenos.

“They’re actu-
ally really good.
