Youth competitor divi-
sion ages 15 and under shoots 
for free with adult supervision. 
Female competitors may com-
pete in either the Women’s Di-
vision or Open Division. Event 
hours are 9 a.m. to dark on Sat-
urday and 8 a.m. to 3 p.m. on 
Sunday. Admission is free to 
the public.
