Publisher (a program for creat-
ing fl yers, brochures, catalogs, 
and Web sites); and Word (a 
word-processing program). One 
of the workstations is equipped 
with a scanner.
 The book drop is located on 
the side of the building next to 
the parking lot that separates 
the library from the Family Dol-
lar.
 The library is open Sunday 
from 1 to 5 p.m.; Monday to 
Thursday from 10:30 a.m. to 6 
p.m.; and Friday 10:30 a.m. to 
3 p.m. The library is closed on 
Saturdays.
