•Ten keys. The “1” and “0”

keys have no letters.
•The “7” and “9” keys have

four letters. If all eight keys with

letters only had three letters each,
that would only get us to 24 let-
ters (8 x 3 = 24), so two keys
have an additional letter, repre-
senting all 26 letters of the alpha-
bet.

•Here’s your English lesson for
the day. A Harvard or Oxford
comma refers to the “serial”
comma in a list before the “and”
(or sometimes “or”). For exam-
ple, “the peppers on sale were
red, yellow, and green.” It is also
written by some standards as “the
peppers on sale were red, yellow
and green.” You likely won’t find
any Oxford commas in the news-
paper you’re holding — it’s not
allowed in Associated Press (AP)
style. Yet without this extra
comma, there is often ambiguity.
If you were to write, “I invited
my parents, Robert and
Samantha” without an Oxford
comma, it could either mean that
you invited two people by the
name of Robert and Samantha in
addition to your parents; or it
could mean that you invited your
parents, whose names are Robert
and Samantha. With an Oxford
comma, “I invited my parents,
Robert, and Samantha,” it is clear
that Robert and Samantha are
separate from the parents.

C.P.S. (Curious Postscript):
