Laurens County Attorney
Sandy Cruickshanks told mem-
bers of county council Tuesday
at their regular meeting that
they have 60 days to appeal a
redrawing of areas of the
Laurens-Greenville county bor-
der.

Cruickshanks said the affect-
ed areas include about six plats
of land that have come into
question during a South
Carolina Geodetic Survey. The
survey team has used historical
documentation and monuments
to redraw the line as it originat-
ed.

While Cruickshanks notified
council members an appeal was
within their rights, he did not
encourage it.

“We can certainly appeal but
there’s not a lot to win,” he
said. “We’re losing some land
in that area but we’re gaining
some subdivisions.”

In a text, Laurens County
Administrator Jon Caime said
the county will lose an estimat-
ed $20,000 in annual revenue
to Greenville County with the
redrawing of the county line in

the Fountain Inn area. Laurens
County will gain an estimated
22 parcels of land and lose 60.

The new Geodetic Survey is
a statewide effort to redraw
boundaries.

“This is not something we
requested,” said Council
Chairman David Pitts. “We just
got a letter from the state that
this was happening, and that’s
why I just want to put that out
there in the public record.”

In other action Tuesday:
Council members voted 5-0

to approve a $1.875 million
expenditure for the construc-
tion of a solid waste transfer
station. Under the plan, the
county will loan the solid waste
fund the money for the project,
and it will be paid back at 2.4%
interest.

Council did not award a bid
as requested by administrators
of $1.375 million to Sossamon
Construction of Gaffney.

Councilman Joe Wood asked
to see plans for the project
before voting. Councilman Jeff
Carroll agreed to withdraw his
motion to award the bid with
the understanding he would
reintroduce it at council’s next
regular meeting.

Council members did
approve $500,000 for rolling
equipment for the transfer sta-
tion.

The construction of a trans-
fer station was necessitated
when the county’s agreement
with a private company with its
own transfer station expired at
the end of 2018.

Also, council approved a
request from the Fire Services
Department to enter into a
lease-purchase agreement for
12 new vehicles, including two
rescue trucks. The arrangement
would be for $3.5 million over
10 years and immediately
replace a nearly identical expir-
ing vehicle lease-purchase
agreement.

Council members also
approved the purchase and out-
fitting of a transport vehicle for
the Laurens County Coroner’s
Office at a cost of $34,000.

The funds are to come out of
a department surplus from this
past fiscal year.

County council also desig-
nated June 24-28 as County
Employee Week. A cookout for
county employees will be held
at the Laurens County Park on
Friday, June 28.
