According to a 2018 re-
port by the Governor’s 
Highway Safety Asso-
ciation (GHSA), “1,859 
motorcyclist lives were 
saved in 2016 because 
they were wearing hel-
mets. 

In addition, if all rid-

ers had worn helmets, 
an additional 802 lives 
would have been saved 
(NCSA, 2018). Motor-
cycle helmets have been 
shown to decrease the 
incidence and severity 
of traumatic brain injury 
due to motorcycle crash-
es.”
