G r e e n  C o u n t y 
Schools Director of 
Special  Education 
Josh Bennett spoke 
to Greensburg Rotary 
members May 21 about 
grant monies received 
from the WHAS Cru-
sade for Children and 
how it has benefited 
the local school district 
over the years.

The local school sys-
tem depends on the 
Crusade to help fund 
items for special needs 
students.

“The Crusade has 
been a community sta-
ple in Kentucky since 
1954,” said Special 
Education Director 
Bennett.

In the last 65 years,

Bennett named a

“The more money 
that is donated, the 

more money that, we as 
educators, can put into 
educating our students 
with special needs,” he 
said.

The director credits

He noted that he 
has already applied for 
grant monies for the 
next school year, total-
ing over $30,000.
