 Wisconsin Public Ser-
vice (WPS) and its sister 
company We Energies are 
celebrating an impressive 
milestone in their peregrine 
falcon recovery efforts. A 
new report indicates 402 
peregrine falcon chicks 
have hatched at the energy 
companies’ power plants in 
the past 25 years, including 
12 chicks this past spring. 
 Though peregrine fal-
cons remain on Wiscon-
sin’s endangered species 
list, the chicks born at WPS 
and We Energies power 
plants are helping the popu-
lation’s recovery. Less than 

50 years ago, peregrine 
falcon nesting pairs did 
not exist in the eastern 
United States, according 
to the Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Natural Re-
sources. 
 Since 1996, 22% of 
all peregrine falcons born 
in Wisconsin have 
hatched inside a nest box 
at a WPS or We Energies 
facility.
