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Several former board members 
of a community improvement dis-
trict (CID) in south central Mis-
souri used almost $300,000 in 
taxpayer funds to pay their pri-
vate business debts and for pri-
vate business improvements and 
construction, State Auditor Nicole 
Galloway said. The findings are in 
an audit she released today of the 
Black Mountain CID in Van Buren, 
located in Carter County. 

“We discovered several mem-
bers of the initial Black Mountain 
CID board used taxpayer money 
for their own benefit,” Auditor 
Galloway said. “CIDs are meant to 
fund projects that benefit the com-
munity. They aren’t supposed to 
be illegal personal piggy banks for 
board members or anyone else, es-

pecially for spectacularly improper 
projects like a $10,000 walk-in 
beer cave.”

Black Mountain CID was or-
ganized and approved by the city 
of Van Buren in 2010 to create a 
sales tax for the purpose of mak-
ing public infrastructure improve-
ments inside the district’s 17 acres. 
All but one member of the initial 
CID board owned property or busi-
nesses in the CID. The current 
board has four new members and 
one vacancy.

Last December, two members 
of the current board contacted the 
State Auditor’s Office with con-
cerns about how the previous board 
had spent taxpayer dollars. After 
an initial review, the Auditor’s Of-
fice determined further investiga-

tion was warranted and the current 
Black Mountain CID Board passed 
a resolution formally requesting 
and authorizing an audit.

The audit found $296,937 in CID 
monies was spent for purposes not 
allowed by state law. That included 
more than $100,000 in private busi-
ness loans used to purchase equip-
ment, and inventory for resale; 
provide cash flows for operational 
expenses; and perform repairs and 
maintenance to the Black Moun-
tain Convenience Store, which was 
owned at the time by CID board 
members Donald Black, Curtis 
Black and Jacob Black.

In 2013 and 2014, CID funds 
were used to make $125,972 
worth of improvements to the con-
venience store. Those improve-

ments included new fuel pumps 
($52,324), a new canopy over the 
pumps ($25,866), and a new walk-
in beer cave ($9,960), as well as re-
modeling of restrooms, new wall-
paper and painting, and electrical 
work. Six months after the work 
was completed, the convenience 
store was sold to new owners.

The audit also found the CID 
board could not provide adequate 
documentation to support more 
than $77,000 of expenses, includ-
ing more than $51,000 paid to enti-
ties owned by board members. In 
addition, the CID board approved 
– without a written agreement – re-
imbursement of $135,000 in pri-
vate business construction costs 
to a local developer who had past 
business connections to the board 

chairman. Payments of $28,000 
were made without an agreement.

The current board responded to 
the audit by saying they have im-
plemented or will implement the 
recommendations. Auditor Gal-
loway said her office has sent the 
audit findings to state and federal 
law enforcement authorities.

CIDs are special taxing districts 
designed to fund projects to better 
the community and can include a 
wide variety of purposes, such as 
land acquisition and development, 
business retention and capital im-
provements. There are more than 
400 CIDs throughout the state.

Mark Twain National Forest 
closed to feral swine hunting

The U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture’s Forest Service an-
nounced a decision Saturday to 
close the Mark Twain National 
Forest to feral swine hunting. 
Based on information received 
during a 60-day public comment 
period, the Forest Service closure 
order will include an exception to 
allow any licensed deer or turkey 
hunter possessing a valid State 
deer or turkey hunting permit, 
who is hunting deer or turkey in 
compliance with the permit, the 
opportunity to kill feral swine.

“We appreciate the public’s 
involvement and interest in their 
public lands. The comments we 
received helped us determine 
the need to modify the closure 
order,” said Mark Twain Deputy 
Forest Supervisor Tony Crump. 
“As a land management agency, 
we take input seriously so we 
can most effectively manage 
public lands for the good of the 
resources, our partners, and the 
American people.”

The Missouri Hunting and 
Working Dog Alliance had op-
posed the Forest Service plan 
Many area residents attended 
one of the two public meetings 
and submitted written comments.

When the news was released 
Saturday, social media was 
flooded with comments from 
area residents. 

“Our federal tax dollars once 
again working against us!” Josh-
ua Williams wrote on the MHW-
DA Facebook page.  Paying for 
land and resources we cant use.”

“Well, I guess when the hogs 
take over they’ll start selling per-
mits,” John Scarborough wrote.. 
“Then after awhile they’ll quit 
because the hogs are out of hand. 
Then you’ll be able to kill all you 
want for free.”

With the MTNF announce-
ment, the Conservation Commis-
sion has directed the Missouri 
Department of Conservation 
(MDC) to propose regulation 
changes identical to the USFS 
regulation. This will ensure con-
sistency of feral hog regulations 
on USFS and MDC managed 
lands by allowing for the oppor-
tunistic take of feral hogs during 
all deer and turkey hunting sea-
sons. While the USFS announce-
ment is effective immediately on 
the Mark Twain National Forest 
and will apply to the rest of the of 
the 2019-2020 deer season, the 
change will not be in place for 
the 2019-2020 alternative meth-
ods and archery hunting season 
on MDC lands. The MDC pro-
posal will need to make its way 
through the State’s regulatory 
process, which includes a for-
mal public comment period on 

the rulemakings. The prohibi-
tion of hunting on public lands 
does NOT apply to private lands 
where landowners may hunt/
shoot feral hogs on their lands.

Opportunistic take refers to 
takings that result from, but are 
not the purpose of, carrying out 
an otherwise lawful activity. In 
this case, it allows for a person 
possessing an unfilled deer or 
turkey hunting permit to oppor-
tunistically take feral hogs while 
in pursuit of deer or turkey dur-
ing the hunting season.

“The closure of the Mark 
Twain National Forest to feral 
hog hunting is a positive move 
toward the elimination of this 
destructive pest from our state,” 
said MDC Director Sara Parker 
Pauley. “We have already seen 
significant progress on public 
land around Truman and Stock-
ton Reservoirs where the no 
hunting regulation has been in 
place since 2016.”

Feral hogs became established 
in southern Missouri when some 
individuals released them for 
hunting. Between natural repro-
duction and continued illegal 
releases, the feral hog population 
exploded in southern Missouri. 
They now occur in more than 30 
Missouri counties. Recreational 
hunting of feral hogs compli-
cates efforts to trap and eliminate 
them. Hunting activities, particu-
larly hunting with dogs, scatters 
the sounder and makes trapping 
efforts aimed at catching the en-
tire group very difficult, because 
hogs become trap-shy and wary 
of baited sites. This pattern has 
been repeated in several states 
where the combination of rec-
reational hunting and trapping 
programs has resulted in a larger 
feral hog population. Examples 
from other states and from large 
areas of private land in Missouri 
show that allowing state and fed-
eral wildlife managers to elimi-
nate feral hogs yields the best 
results.

A group of ten hogs can de-
stroy 10 to 20 acres overnight, in-
cluding crops, causing financial 
burdens on Missouri’s landown-
ers and agricultural producers.

“We continue to hear from 
Missouri farmers and ranchers 
who have damage to their farm-
land and are concerned about the 
animal disease threat feral swine 
pose,” said Missouri Director of 
Agriculture Chris Chinn. “Agri-
culture is critically important to 
Missouri and our farm families 
depend on a united front that 
will protect their livelihood. Fe-
ral swine are estimated to have a 
$1.5 billion impact in the United 
States today. However, the dev-

astating affects feral swine could 
have in the event of an animal 
disease outbreak is immeasur-
able.”

The forest order aligns the 
Mark Twain National Forest 
with its partners and neighbors 
in the statewide efforts to elimi-
nate feral swine from Missouri. 
This is a crucial step in meet-
ing the goals of the interagency 
Missouri Feral Hog Elimination 
Partnership, which also includes 
USDA Animal Plant and Health 
Inspection Service and Missouri 
Department of Conservation.

Members of the public were 
invited to participate in the pub-
lic involvement period by sub-
mitting written comments and 
attending two open houses. The 
Forest Service received and re-
viewed over 1,200 comments 
during the 60-day comment pe-
riod to determine if the proposal 
should be implemented as pre-
sented, implemented with modi-
fications suggested by public 
comments, or not implemented 
at all. Comments, responses, and 
a summary may be found online:

The closure of the forest to hog 
hunting also comes with penal-
ties. The MHWDA urges area 
hunters to familiarize themselves 
with the penalties.

“Please read the penalty por-
tion. $5000 fine for an Indi-
vidual...$10,000 fine for an OR-
GANIZATION!!” the MHWDA 
wrote on its Facebook page. 
“EVERY Dog Hunting Club in 
the State is being targeted! The 
END to hunting with dogs as we 
know it in Missouri has begun! 
They will be making Federal 
Criminals out of our Dog Hunt-
ers/Sportsmen!”

The Forest Service will work 
with the state and partners to 
eliminate the growing popula-
tion of feral swine and to ease the 
financial burden the destructive 
animals cause farmers and land-
owners. Across the United States, 
feral swine are responsible for 
more than $1.5 billion in damage 
and control costs, including $800 
million due to direct damage to 
agriculture. Feral swine also de-
stroy natural resources such as 
springs and compete with native 
wildlife. For more information 
about USDA efforts to curtail 
feral swine impacts across the 
nation, visit: https://www.aphis.

The first congregation I served as a staff mem-
ber was Pilgrims Rest Church in my hometown 
of Fairdealing, Missouri. This lovely church was 
planted by my dad when I was a high school 
freshman. After graduating from college, I be-
came their youth pastor and helped establish and 
lead the church’s new Christian school.

Although I was quite young, it was a wonder-
ful experience and I have many great memories 

of that sweet church. We worshipped God together for five years. 
These were good times filled with loving friends who eagerly 
served God and our community. When it became clear that my 
formal ministry there was coming to an end, it was very emotional 
for me and others. This was the church family I grew up in and who 
had consistently loved my family and me.

I have been blessed to serve six congregations in nearly 40 years 
of ministry, each one has a special place in my heart. However, 
there is something special about Pilgrims Rest. So, it was gut 
wrenching to hear that the church building I had literally helped 
build, and where I first served as a young pastor, had burned. To 
make matters worse the fire was likely set by an arsonist.

I was thousands of miles away visiting my son who is in the 
Navy when I heard. The fire started in the early morning hours 
one recent Sunday. When the flames were finally extinguished only 
the badly damaged front wall of the brick building was standing. 
Windy conditions the following week blew down that last wall.

The destruction of that special church was difficult to process. 
However, while Pilgrims Rest was shaken it was not ruined in the 
fire. I do not mean the church building is still standing, it is not. 
The horrible fire that destroyed their building did not destroy the 
church.

Let me explain. As the Apostle Paul concluded his first letter to 
the Corinthians he wrote, “The churches in the province of Asia 
send you greetings. Aquila and Priscilla greet you warmly in the 
Lord, and so does the church that meets at their house.” (1 Corin-
thians 16:19, NIV, emphasis added)

Allow me to make an important technical point. Scripture never 
refers to a building as a church; that use of the word only devel-
oped much later. Followers of Christ who meet to worship, learn 
and serve God are the church.

While I have many wonderful memories which took place in that 
building, that house of worship was never the church. It was the 
place the church met. The church is currently meeting in another 
building made available by another local church. The story of this 
resilient church is far from over. While a fire destroyed their build-
ing on November 17, 2019, it did not destroy the church, Pilgrim’s 
Rest is still alive and well.

JoAnn Franklin, DNP, APRN, GNP-
BC, FNP-BC, PMHNP, FAANP, the Presi-
dent of the Association of Missouri Nurse 
Practitioners, received the 2019 March 
of Dimes Missouri-Metro East Research 
Nurse of the Year Award for her work 
on the Missouri Quality Initiative CMS 
Research Grant. The project aims to re-
duce hospitalizations from nursing homes 
through early recognition of illness, de-
creased use of multiple medications (poly-
pharmacy), eliminating antipsychotic 
medications in Dementia patients and in-
creasing advance directives. 

Tiffany Nash, LPN, an ambulatory care 
development specialist at MU Health 
Care, received the 2019 Licensed Practical 
Nurse Award. Nash is the certified medi-
cal assistant (CMA) program coordinator 
with the MU Health Care Career Institute.

New Technologies Boost Winter Road Safety 
While Reducing Salt Use

(StatePoint) Last year's long 
and brutal winter depleted road 
salt supplies throughout much of 
the U.S. As a result, a number of 
cities have experienced signifi-
cant price spikes when placing 
their salt orders this year. At a 
time when experts are highlight-
ing the environmental and in-
frastructural damage caused by 
excessive salt use on roads, new 
technologies are helping Ameri-
can communities reduce their 
growing dependence on salt, 
while still keeping roads safe.

The U.S. spreads up to 22 mil-
lion tons of salt per year, a large 
portion of which finds its way 
into rivers, streams and soil. Nu-
merous environmental groups 
and universities have docu-
mented the tremendous damage 
that road salt does to soil condi-
tions, water quality and wildlife. 
What’s more, excessive road salt 
also damages roads and bridges, 
creating the need for millions of 
dollars’ worth of repairs nation-
wide every year.

Experts say all this salt is not 
necessary, pointing to Europe 

where, thanks to smarter tech-
nologies, less salt is spread on 
roads without comprising safety, 
even in countries with significant 
snowfall.

“The U.S. lags Europe by at 
least a decade in the adoption of 
smart salt spreading technolo-
gies,” says Marcus Scherer, se-
nior vice president of research and 
development for Aebi Schmidt, 
manufacturer of Swenson smart 
spreaders. “Heavier, wetter salt 
sticks where it is put down and 
jump-starts the melting process. 
However, we still see some mu-
nicipalities in the U.S. using dry 
salt, which is highly inefficient 
because it bounces or blows off 
the road before it has a chance to 
work. Even those U.S. cities that 
do use wet salt primarily use a 
mixture that’s less efficient than 
those used in Europe -- as little as 
a 5% brine mixture in the U.S. as 
compared with Europe’s 70:30 
ratio which includes 30% brine.”

Scherer goes on to explain 
that most salt spreaders currently 
on the road in the U.S. cannot 
handle the preferred mixture 
used in Europe, largely because 
their pumps and tanks aren't 
large enough to accommodate 
the additional brine. In addition, 
they don't offer precision place-
ment technologies that carefully 
and consistently spread salt on 
the primary driving surfaces. In-
stead, they randomly drop exces-
sive amounts of salt.

Experts say that smarter salt 
spreaders offer a variety of 
spreading patterns to cover mul-
tiple lanes simultaneously, al-
lowing for greater coverage in 
less time so that salt trucks don't 
need to make multiple passes to 
sufficiently clear the roads. As 
a result, roads can be driven on 
safely without delay, reducing la-
bor time and related costs, which 
is attractive to budget-strapped 
municipalities.

According to Scherer, several 
cities in the U.S. have already 
incorporated smart Swenson 
spreaders into their fleets and 
have documented salt and labor 
savings as high as 35%. Such 

success opens the door to addi-
tional testing in other markets, 
especially given the public's 
increased focus on the environ-
mental impact of road salt and 
the growing burden of rising salt 
prices on city and department of 
transportation budgets.

Honored on Last Day of Service

Sheriff Reports on 
Accidents, Dispatch Issues

Iron County Sheriff Roger 
Medley gave a report during 
last Thursday’s meeting of 
the Iron County Commission 
about recent events and con-
cerns within his department.  

Addressing Presiding 
Commissioner J im 
Scaggs, Western District 
Commissioner Joshua 
Campbell and Southern 
District Commissioner 
Dwayne Warncke, Medley 
reported that two fatal acci-
dents had occurred within 
the last month and another 
near-fatal accident had just 
recently happened. 

“A log had come off a log 
truck on 32 and went through 
the windshield of a pass-
ing car,” he said, explain-
ing that the incident is still 
being investigated, but that 
the driver of the car escaped 
the incident without serious 
injury. 

On the night of October 2, 
one of Medley’s Viburnum-
area deputies was also 
involved in an accident.

“One of the deputies hit 
a cow on 32 Highway,” 
Medley said. 

The animal had been stand-
ing in the middle of a bridge 
and was thrown up over the 
hood of the vehicle and into 
the windshield. Although the 
animal was killed, the depu-
ty’s only injury was a cut on 
his arm.

Another matter Medley is 
currently facing concerns the 
911 dispatch center the coun-
ty shares with Washington 
County. He explained that 
staff are not following pro-
tocol by failing to contact 
the Missouri State Highway 
Patrol as required for certain 
traffic accidents and crashes. 

“We got several bad com-
plaints,” said Medley. “They 

had an accident and (911 dis-
patchers) didn’t bother to call 
(the patrol) for three hours. 
People sat on the side of the 
road for three hours waiting 
for the highway patrol.”

In addition, in at least one 
instance, dispatchers never 
called the highway patrol at 
all. 

Medley reported that a staff 
meeting was set up to attempt 
to address these and other 
issues. If not resolved to his 
satisfaction, he said he will 
be looking into other options 
for providing dispatch ser-
vice to the county. 

Yet another issue recently 
brought to Medley’s atten-
tion concerns clowns. 
He received a call from 
the Federal Bureau of 
Investigation regarding the 
possible risk of mass shoot-
ings upon the release of the 
movie “Joker” on Oct. 4, 
which is essentially a char-
acter study of how a men-
tally ill, aspiring stand-up 
comedian and clown-for-hire 
became the classic Batman 
villain.

Because of the mass shoot-
ing during a Batman movie 
in Aurora, Colorado in 2012, 
some family members of the 
shooting victims raised con-
cerns about the film’s poten-
tial to trigger someone to 
mimic the Aurora movie the-
ater shooting. Some extrem-
ist posts on social media 
prompted a nationwide warn-
ing to law enforcement about 
possible violence at theaters.

Combined with some 
recent complaints from 
Iron County residents about 
a man dressed as a clown 
showing up in certain areas 
of the county, Medley said 
he and his deputies are taking 
the issue seriously and will 
be on the alert.

Randall Head first took the 
bench as an associate circuit 
judge in Iron County after 
being sworn in on January 
1, 2007. His last day of ser-
vice to the county ended last 
Monday, Sept. 30.

As he entered the court-
room on his last day as a 
judge, everyone that had 
gathered to wish him well 
stood and applauded to show 
their respect. 

“The best view of this 
courtroom is that bench right 
there,” he said, pointing to 
the judge’s desk up on the 
platform at the front of the 
room. “I’ve been thinking 
about this all day because 
you get to see all of the emo-
tions in people. You see the 
joy in a child’s face when 
they’re adopted; you see fear 
in a witness’s face when they 
don’t have any idea what’s 
going on in court. You see 
every brand of human emo-
tion from that bench.”

Expressing some regret 
about stepping down, Head 

remarked that, nonetheless, 
he felt it was time to move 
on. 

“I thank you all so much 
for the opportunity to serve,” 
he said. “Twelve years and 
nine months ago, I stood just 
about right here and took 
my oath of office and I got 
sworn in. I had a wonderful 
campaign committee and I 
had lots of supporters and I 
thanked everybody in that 
room except one person. On 
that day, I didn’t thank my 
wife. … I’ve always felt hor-
rible about that. 

“All of this, none of this, 
could have happened without 
you,” he said, looking over 
at his wife Paula sitting on a 
first row bench. “And I love 
you. I love all of you. Thank 
you so much.”

Along with other hon-
ors, including proclama-
tions from members of the 
Missouri House and Senate, 
Iron County Southern District 
Commissioner Dwayne 
Warncke and Western 
District Commissioner 
Joshua Campbell present-

ed Head with a proclama-
tion from the Iron County 
Commission, taking the time 
to read it aloud for the ben-
efit of everyone present.

The proclamation recog-
nized Head’s contributions 
to the county, as he served as 
associate judge for the 42nd 
Judicial Circuit Court, and 
his service to the country as 
a United States Marine. The 
commissioners gave Head 
the framed document, signed 
by Warncke, Campbell and 
Presiding Commissioner Jim 
Scaggs, to serve as a lasting 
mark of respect and gratitude 
for Head’s many years of 
service. 

With 29 years in private 
practice before he took the 
bench, Head previously 
announced he is returning to 
private practice with the law 
firm of Reeves and Joe Goff 
Sr. in Farmington, focusing 
on worker’s compensation, 
personal injury and social 
security disability cases in 
addition to wills, trusts and 
probate administration.

Meeting in regular ses-
sion last Thursday, the Iron 
County Commission’s agen-
da covered a wide variety of 
issues, including an update 
on the tax revenue dispute 
between the county and the 
City of Ironton, and changes 
and options for the renewal 
of the county’s employee 
health care plans.

David McKinney, a rep-
resentative from Custom 
Insurance Services, led the 
commissioners through some 
of the details of the new 
insurance plan options and 
answered their questions. 

The commission also 
heard from Iron County 
Prosecuting Attorney Brian 
Parker, who appeared at the 
meeting as a representa-
tive of the Arcadia Valley 

Chamber of Commerce. 
“We’d like to again do 

Christmas in the Valley,” he 
said, “and the plan is for it 
to be on Saturday, December 
14th with a make-up day on 
December 15th if there are 
weather issues.”

As part of the holiday cel-
ebration, the chamber also 
requested permission to dec-
orate the courthouse on Nov. 
16 for the holidays.

“I thought it was a won-
derful event last year,” said 
Presiding Commissioner Jim 
Scaggs, “and I commend 
the chamber for spearhead-
ing and doing all the work,” 
adding that he received many 
positive comments about the 
decorations and the parade 
from people “all over the 
place.” 

Agreeing with Scaggs, 
Southern District Commis-

sioner Dwayne Warncke 
and Western District 
Commissioner Joshua 
Campbell voted unanimous-
ly in favor of letting the 
chamber move forward with 
its holiday plans.

Asking Parker to “put 
his prosecutor hat on” for 
a moment, Scaggs updated 
him on the TIF tax revenue 
situation with the City of 
Ironton. 

“After our meeting last 
week with the TIF represen-
tatives - the mayor and from 
RPC (Regional Planning 
Commission) - they sent us a 
new invoice,” he said. “That 
invoice only contained the 
removal of the county hospi-
tal portion of the tax. It still 
includes the sales (tax) roll-
back, and they believe they 
are entitled to receive the 
new money from the domes-
tic utilities.”

Scaggs reiterated the com-
missioners’ position on the 
matter, reminding Parker 
that they believe the city’s 
invoice is still incorrect. 
Firstly, a portion of the rev-
enue the city claims it is 
owed falls under a law that 
requires the county to essen-
tially give back 50 percent 
of taxes collected on the levy 
to the taxpayers (called a 
“rollback”). Since that rev-
enue cannot be spent by the 
county or other government 
entity, it’s the commission’s 
position that it should not, 
therefore, be included in the 
calculations the city used to 
arrive at its final number.

Secondly, Scaggs remind-
ed Parker, the city included 
revenue from domestic utili-
ties taxes in its invoice. It’s

The pilot of a single-engine 
airplane died Sunday morn-
ing when the plane crashed 
south of Viburnum in a 
densely wooded part of Iron 
County.

A locator beam from the 
distressed airplane, activated 
at approximately 8:30 a.m., 
altered authorities that a 
plane was in trouble. Staff 
from the Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) in 
Colorado used their instru-
ments and were able to pin-
point the location of the craft. 
The FAA then contacted the 
Missouri Wing of the Civil 
Air Patrol to help find the 
aircraft.

Civil Air Patrol personnel 
eventually tracked the plane 
to a wooded area near State 
Highway KK and the Doe 
Run Company’s Buick Mine 
and Mill. Iron County Sheriff 
Roger Medley reported that 
even though they knew 
where the plane was located, 
it took rescue crews several 
hours to get to it because of 
the challenging terrain.

When first responders 
finally made their way to 
the crash site, they found the 
pilot was deceased and the 
plane was heavily damaged.

 The Iron County Sheriff’s 
Office led the initial investi-
gation before turning it over 
to the FAA and the National 
Transportation Safety Board. 
Investigators are seeking to 
determine the cause of the 
crash.

Two additional accidents in 
the region last week left two 
local residents with injuries.  

A one-vehicle crash on 
October 2 in St. Francois 
County left an Ironton man 
injured. 

According to the Missouri 
State Highway Patrol, the 
incident occurred at 11:09 
p.m. on Highway 221 and W. 
Lakeview Drive. The report 
stated a 2003 GMC Sonoma, 
driven by Elvus E. Reed, 59, 
was traveling northbound on 
W. Lakeview Drive when it 
ran off the left edge of the 
road and struck a rock before 
overturning. 

Reed was partially ejected 
from the vehicle, receiving 
moderate injuries. He was 
transported by an Air Evac 
helicopter to Mercy Hospital 
South in St. Louis. 

The highway patrol report-
ed that Reed was not wearing 
a seat belt at the time of the 
accident. 

Another crash on the same 
night in Iron County left an 
Ironton man with minor inju-
ries. 

According to the highway 
patrol, the incident occurred 
at 9:30 p.m. on Missouri 32, 
west of Caledonia Road in 
Iron County. 

The report stated a 2019 
Ford F-150, driven by 
Matthew A. Cozad, 36, 
crashed when it was travel-
ing westbound and struck an 
animal in the roadway. 

Cozad was not wearing a 
seat belt at the time of the 
accident and was transported 
by ambulance to the Iron 
County Medical Center in 
Pilot Knob for treatment of 
his injuries.

the commissioners’ position 
that those taxes should also 
not have been included in 
the city’s invoice because the 
taxes were never collected 
until after the TIF district 
protocols were established 
and were, therefore, exempt 
according to state statute. 
In response to the county’s 
disputing of the invoice, 
at last week’s commission 
meeting, Ironton Mayor Bob 
Lourwood requested that the 
commission put in writing 
the specific amounts of the 

invoice it disagrees with and 
why they believe the dis-
puted amount is in error.
“I’m not going to do their 
math for them,” Scaggs said, 
emphasizing that until and 
unless the city submits an 
invoice that the commission 
believes is correct, the situa-
tion has reached a stalemate. 
Parker remarked that it 
appeared to him the commis-
sion had made its position 
perfectly clear during public 
meetings regarding the por-
tions of the invoice it dis-

putes and why it believes the 
city’s calculations are wrong, 
so there would be no need to 
repeat such in a formal writ-
ten statement. 
“It’s in the public records,” 
he said, “not to mention the 
fact it’s in the newspaper. I 
think that’s sufficient.”
Toward the end of the meet-
ing, Scaggs suggested, and 
the other commissioners 
agreed, that the commission 
not meet next week since he 
will be in Jefferson City the 
day before and the follow-

ing day is the Iron County 
auction. Hundreds of items 
will be auctioned off, includ-
ing vehicles and accessories, 
lawn equipment, tools, office 
equipment and a myriad 
of miscellaneous items, so 
county officials will be busy 
getting everything ready. 
The public auction is set for 
Oct. 11, beginning at 9 a.m., 
and will take place at the Iron 
County Road Shed located at 
309 N. Main St. in Arcadia.

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To spend or not to spend was on the minds 
of the three Iron County Commissioners dur-
ing a regular meeting recently.

The commissioners spent a significant 
amount of time examining the county budget 
and discussing whether it would be prudent to 
go ahead with renovation of the courthouse’s 
law library, which is a small part of the overall 
courthouse renovation and restoration project 
that’s been in the planning stages for some 
time now. 

As previously calculated, the cost for re-
modeling the law library was estimated at 
$28,000. Referring to details of the budget 
in front of him, Presiding Commissioner Jim 
Scaggs told Southern District Commissioner 
Dwayne Warncke and Western District Com-
missioner Joshua Campbell that there was 
about $18,000 in the capital improvements 
budget that was as yet unallocated. Along 
with $19,000 currently available in the emer-
gency fund, the cost of the project could be 
easily covered, although it would nearly drain 

those two funds.
The commission’s reluctance to move for-

ward with the project stems from the ongoing 
tax protest staged by the Doe Run Company. 
The mining conglomerate protested last year’s 
tax bill and the valuation of its properties, bas-
ing their own calculation on a ruling made by 
the Missouri State Tax Commission in a 2018 
Reynolds County case. Because the company 
protested their bill last year, commissioners 
fully expect another protest will be filed this 
year, for either part or the whole of the com-
pany’s bill. 

“We don’t know for sure what Doe Run’s 
going to do yet,” Scaggs said. “If Doe Run 
comes back and protests everything, which 
they could, we could see a substantial reduc-
tion for next year because the difference in 
what they protest and what we assess goes 
into an escrow account that can’t be touched. 
So even though they get to pay, we can’t spend 
the money.”

During their monthly lunch meeting on Oc-
tober 10, members of the Arcadia Valley Cham-
ber of Commerce learned about retirement plan 
options and considerations at different stages 
of their lives.  

Lisa Sumpter, a financial planner and vice 
president for First State Financial Management 
in Farmington, was the main speaker during the 
luncheon. 

“Retirement is different for everybody,” said 
Sumpter. “What works for your neighbor, your 
brother or sister, or your friend or whoever, may 
not be appropriate for you based on what your 
age is and other factors that come into play.” 

She went on to discuss the different strate-
gies that people should consider during specific 
periods of their lives in order to maximize the 
amount of money saved for retirement years. 

“When you’re just starting out, perhaps you 
have a lot of student loan debt,” Sumpter said. 
“You might be saving to buy a house or maybe 
saving to buy a car. A lot considerations come 
into play when you’re in that boat. However, 
when you’re younger, you have one of the larg-
est opportunities to save for retirement because 
you’ve got time on your side.” 

The earlier you start saving, of course, the 
more you can save in the long-term, she said, 
giving an example of a person who starts sav-
ing for retirement at 20-years-old.

Saving $250 a month ($3,000 per year), 
at an average interest rate of six percent, un-
til you’re 65-years-old would yield more than 

$638,000 with an investment of only $135,000 
total. Because of the power of compound in-
terest, Sumpter emphasized the importance of 
educating young people about retirement plan-
ning as early as possible. 

Someone who waited until the age of 45 be-
fore beginning to save that $250 a month, on 
the other hand, earning the same rate of return, 
would have invested $60,000 by the age of 65 
and earned just over $110,000.

Married couples who are just starting a fam-
ily face their own savings challenges, includ-
ing mortgage payments, higher grocery, gas 
and utility bills, childcare and sports expenses, 
family vacations, college savings, home repairs 
and other expenses life throws at them. Sumpt-
er stressed, however, that despite a temptation 
to cut retirement savings to make more money 
available for these expenses, it’s important to 
stay diligent with saving and to keep retirement 
goals a priority. 

In discussing saving for retirement in later 
years, Sumpter mentioned that many people in 
their late 40s and early 50s are entering their 
peak earning years and so begin saving more 
aggressively to build up their retirement ac-
counts. 

“This is hopefully where you can really 
sock some money away,” she said, “and ramp 
up your savings. Hopefully, you’ve already got 
some savings, but if you haven’t, this is the 
time where you can get going. You’ve got a 
lot of experience under your belt, hopefully at

OGT offering $20,000 reward for 
help with MDC elk poaching cases

Missouri’s Operation Game 
Thief (OGT) is offering a 
$20,000 reward for informa-
tion leading to the conviction 
of the poacher/s that shot a fe-
male adult elk and left it for 
dead Nov. 18 on National Park 
Service property near the end of 
M Highway in Carter County. 
No meat or other parts of the 
animal were taken. By the time 
the dead cow elk was found by 
conservation agents, the meat 
was no longer salvageable for 
donation.

OGT is an effort of the Mis-
souri Department of Conserva-
tion (MDC) and the Conser-
vation Federation of Missouri 
(CFM) to work with the public 
to help catch poachers. Learn 
more at mdc.mo.gov/contact-
engage/report-problems-illegal-
activity/operation-game-thief

According to MDC, this is 
the sixth elk killed by poach-
ers over the past several years. 
MDC Protection Division Chief 

Randy Doman said investiga-
tions into each incident are 
ongoing. The $20,000 will be 
rewarded to the first convic-
tion received on any of the elk 
poaching cases.

“The OGT reward monies 
have been donated by the public 
and reflect how much Missou-
rians care about conservation, 
our native wildlife, and the laws 
that protect them,” Doman said. 
“We appreciate this strong sup-
port to help bring in information 
that could lead to convictions.”

CFM Executive Director 
Tyler Schwartze added, “Poach-
ing is stealing precious wildlife 
resources from all Missourians, 
and this must be stopped. We 
are offering this reward amount 
in hopes of finding those re-
sponsible for committing these 
selfish acts.”

MDC and CFM ask that 
anyone with any information 
related to this investigation or 
other open elk-poaching inves-

Forest Service limits National Forest 
hog hunting

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture’s Forest Service 
announced, Dec. 7, to close 
the Mark Twain National 
Forest to feral swine hunting.

Based on information 
received during a 60-day 
public comment period, the 
Forest Service closure order 
will include an exception to 
allow any licensed deer or 
turkey hunter possessing a 
valid State deer or turkey 
hunting permit, who is hunt-
ing deer or turkey in com-
pliance with the permit, the 
opportunity to kill 

feral swine.
“We appreciate the public’s 

involvement and interest in 
their public lands. The com-
ments we received helped us 
determine the need to mod-
ify the closure order,” said 
Mark Twain Deputy Forest 
Supervisor Tony Crump. “As 
a land management agency, 
we take input seriously so we 
can most effectively manage 
public lands for the good of 
the resources, our partners, 
and the American people.”

The forest order aligns the 
Mark Twain National Forest 

with its partners and neigh-
bors in the statewide efforts 
to eliminate feral swine from 
Missouri. This is a crucial 
step in meeting the goals 
of the interagency Missouri 
Feral Hog Elimination 
Partnership, which also 
includes USDA Animal 
Plant and Health Inspection 
Service and Missouri 
Department of Conservation.

Members of the public 
were invited to participate 
in the public involvement 
period by submitting written 
comments and attend

ing two open houses. The 
Forest Service received and 
reviewed over 1,200 com-
ments during the 60-day 
comment period to deter-
mine if the proposal should 
be implemented as present-
ed, implemented with modi-
fications suggested by public 
comments, or not imple-
mented at all.
