I have never made an
Oil Pie Crust, but I plan to try it
the next time I make a pie.

Strawberry Pie
Submitred by Donna

1 cup white sugar

3 Thbsp comnstarch

2 cups boiling water

3 oz pke strawberry Jello

1 pint strawberries, sliced

and cornstarch in saucepan. Add

thickened. Add strawberry Jello.
Let cool, until slightly thickened.

Add strawberries (you can
add a few more berries if vou
want. 1 usually do) Pour into
baked pie shell. Refrigerate until
set. Top with Cool Whip

Oil Pie Crust

2 cups flour

1/2 tsp sali

1/4 tsp baking powder

1 {sp sugar

1/2 cup oil {1 use canola)
6 Thsp ice water

Mix flour, salt, baking pow-
der and sugar in a bowl. Measure
oil into a glass measuring cup.
Add ice water and mix with a
whisk or fork unril it’s creamy.
(should look like melted shorten-
ing}. Add to flowr mix and mix
with fork. Divide into two pieces
and roll out on floured surface.
This makes a double crust.

Note, Donna did not give
baking instructions for the crust,
but I believe you would bake the
crust at 475 degrees for 10to 12
minutes. Be sure the prick the
crust well before baking. Also,
be aware this crust recipe makes
two crusts, when vou need only
one for her recipe.

If you are planming a cook-
out, you might want to try this
Deviled Eggs recipe that comes
from Jenmifer Neuber. Sounds a

lot better than my bland, boring
deviled eggs!

Deviled Eggs

12 large eggs, hard boiled
and peeled

1 cup mayonnaise

1 1/2 tsp rice vinegar

3/4 tsp ground mustard

1/2 tsp sugar

2 jalapenos, seeded and
chopped

& pieces bacon, cooked crisp
and crumbled

paprika

Slice hard-boiled eggs in
half lengthwise. Remove yolks
and put them in mixing bowl,
Mash the yolks with a fork. Add
mayonnaise, rice vinegar, ground
mustard and sugar, stiruntil well
combined. Mix in the jalapenos
and bacon. Put the mixture in a
ZipLock baggie, and cut a small
hole in the corner of the bag.
Fill egg hole with the mixtwre.
Sprinkle with paprika. chill until
ready to serve.
