Free Fishing Day is June 6
The first Saturday in 

June each year is desig-
nated as Free Fishing Day 
in the state of Texas. Tex-
ans can fish on any public 
waterbody in the state 
without a fishing license 
on June 6, 2020.

“Free Fishing Day is a 
wonderful opportunity 
for anglers to share their 
knowledge, skills, equip-
ment, and love for fishing 
with a new participant, yet 
it’s also more than that,” 
said Craig Bonds, Texas 
Parks and Wildlife De-
partment inland fisheries 
director. “We hope those 
trying fishing on this 
special day will also learn 
that purchasing a license 
is an act of conservation. 
A fishing license purchase 
is one of the simplest and 
most effective way people 
can support fisheries sci-
ence and management.”

To help celebrate Free 
Fishing Day, the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment (TPWD) offers mul-
tiple resources to provide 
fun, high quality fishing 
opportunities to anglers of 
all skill levels and all ages.

-- Fishing 101 - Learn 
the basics of fishing with 
tips and a variety of videos. 
Resources for how to get 
started, safety, supplies and 
gear, casting and baiting, 
and cleaning and storing fish 
can be found on the TPWD 
Learn to Fish webpage.

-- Find a Place to Fish 
close to Home – Texas 
offers numerous lakes and 
rivers that the public can 
access to fish throughout 
the state. Check out the May 
issue of Fish Texas to learn 
more about how you can 
find the perfect spot nearby! 
Included in this issue is the 
Lake Finder where anglers 
can Search by region or 
alphabetically if you have 
a specific lake already in 
mind.

-- A great value is the Year-
from-Purchase All-Water 
Fishing Package for Texas 
residents, which allows an-
glers to fish in fresh and salt 
water. It’s valid from the date 
of purchase through the end 
of the purchase month of the 
next license year. (Example: 
License purchased on March 
13, 2020 expires March 31, 
2021)

Park reservations for  
Texas state parks

Visitors can now make 
camping reservations at 
parks with arrival dates 
between June 1 and Sept. 
7. This gradual reopening 
of overnight reservations 
will be limited to vary-
ing degrees at individual 
parks to align with safe 
business practices cur-
rently followed in Texas.

“No one is more pleased 
than us to welcome more 
outdoor enthusiasts back 
into state parks as part 
of the continued reopen-
ing of Texas,” said Carter 
Smith, Executive Direc-
tor of the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. 

“Our careful and deliber-
ate approach to phasing in 
the reopening has served 
our visitors, volunteers, 
and staff well as we have 
continued our emphasis 
on the safety of everyone 
in the parks.  Even in this 
limited capacity, we are 
glad that we can get more 
Texans and their families 
safely back on the trails and 
in the campsites to enjoy 
all the many unique spaces 
and places that make Texas 
State Parks so special.”

All guests, including an-
nual pass holders, need to 
pre-purchase day passes 
and overnight reservations 
in advance through the 
Texas State Parks Reserva-
tion System. Reservations 
can be made online at 
www.texasstateparks.org or 
by calling 512-389-8900. 
Callers should expect 
longer than normal wait 
times when trying to make 
reservations. Visitors are 
encouraged to use the on-
line system to help reduce 
the volume of calls to the 
customer service center.

Existing social distanc-
ing standards and public 
health recommendations 
remain in effect including 
the recommendation to 
wear face coverings and 
bring one’s own supply of 
hand sanitizer. State parks 
will also continue the 
requirement of a six-foot 
distance from individu-
als outside of their party, 
including the prohibition 
of the gathering of groups 
larger than five that are 
not part of the same fam-
ily or household.
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
