1. Coverage under this General Permit shall 
be valid for five (5) years from the issuance 
date of coverage specified on the Certificate 
of Coverage. The Permit Board reserves 
the right to rescind or cancel this General 
Permit if such action is necessary to effec-
tively and efficiently manage, protect, and 
utilize the water resources of Mississippi.
2. The volume of water that may be with-
drawn and applied per acre irrigated dur-
ing any calendar year covered under this 
General Permit shall be dependent upon 
the crop being grown and shall be limited as
follows:
a. Up to 1.5 acre-feet per acre per year may 
be applied to row crops; and
b. Up to 3.0 acre-feet per acre per year may 
be applied to rice.
Example 1: If a rotation of soybeans and 
rice is grown on a 100-acre field, the per-
mitted volume of water would be 150 AF/
yr for those years when beans are grown 
and 300 AF/yr for those years when rice is 
grown. (100 acres of soybeans x 1.5 Af/yr 
= 150 AF/yr; 100 acres of rice x 3.0 AF/yr
