Clinton Park’s Pre-K program will
open registration for its third year
beginning in April.

Applications will be available in
the front office at Clinton Park El-
ementary School beginning April 1
and are due back by April 17.

Students who meet the registra-
tion deadline and admission re-
quirements will be contacted to
schedule a time for the screening
assessment at Clinton Park Ele-
mentary School.

All assessments will be completed

by June 1, 2020.

Once all assessments have been
completed, those deemed most in
need of preschool services will be
selected for the program.

All families will be notified if se-
lected or not for the program.

Students not selected will be
placed on a waiting list and will
be contacted during the 2020-2021
school year if an opening becomes
available.

Completed applications and re-
quired documentation are to be re-
turned by 3 p.m. on April 17, 2020.
