DEFEND
Use repellent! The EPA has 
registered repellents that have 
been reviewed and approved 
to pose minimal risk when 
used properly:

• DEET (N, 
N-diethyl-m-toluadmide)
• Picaridin (KBR 3023)
• Oil of lemon eucalyptus 
(p-methan 3.8-diol, or PMD)
