Playing both Tuesday and

Wednesday, September 8 and 9, the
DHS Bulldogs baseball team de-
feated Richland 10-1 in first round
action of the Frisco League Tourna-
ment at Richland.

Dixon Coach Alex Shelton
stated, “This win took two nights,
as we began play on Tuesday and
got interrupted by Mother Nature
after 1 1/2 innings. We finished the
game Wednesday night and played
a very solid and complete game.”  

Shannon Kampeter got the win
on the mound for Dixon while Case
Sinden tossed the final 3 1/3 in-
nings to get the save. Randon

Mahurin also pitched for the Bull-
dogs throwing the third inning and
two outs in the fourth.

Randon Mahurin had two dou-
bles and Evan Norton singled
twice and drove in one run to lead
Dixon’s attack. Rosten Martin and
Jacob Cross had two RBI each, An-
thony McCance doubled and drove
in a run, while Case Sinden got one
RBI and Clayton Sinden added a
single.

Coach Alex Shelton stated, “Any
time you have a lead late, you need
to be able to finish and we could not
get the job done tonight.

Dixon led 10-2
going into the fifth when the Eagles
scored five times to cut the lead to
10-7, but the Bulldogs answered
with one run in the fifth and two
more in the sixth to gain the 13-7
victory.

Bulldog senior Shannon Kam-
peter started on the mound and got
the win. He went three innings, al-
lowing two runs on two hits, struck
out five and walked two. Case Sin-
den went one and two-thirds in-
nings and gave up five runs (two
earned). Evan Norton earned a
save, throwing the final two and a
third innings, allowing one hit,
striking out three and walking one.
