Summersville Baptist Church as it appeared in 1973.

Services were held 
once a month, con-
sisting of a Saturday 
business session and 
preaching on Sunday, 
and the pastors usu-
ally came into the 
community and spent 
the weekend in the 
homes of the members. 

Consequently, the 
church had no need 
for a Treasurer until 
1934, when Mr. Ezra 
Gumm was elected to 
the position, serving 
for twenty-one years.

The need for modern 
facilities was felt as 
the church grew. A new 
building was complet-
ed on December 6, 1947 
and dedicated the fol-
lowing day. It included 
seven Sunday school 
rooms, a dining room, 
a library, and a pas-
tor’s study. Rev. Leon 
Larimore preached 

the first sermon there.
Thanks to the fun-

drais ing ef forts  o f 
the congregation, the 
building was paid off 
by August of 1948. 
Enough money re-
mained in the church 
budget that the de-
cision was made to 
purchase an adjoin-
ing lot for future use. 

The church began 
holding worship ser-
vices on a full time basis 
in 1950 with Rev. Leon 
Larimore as pastor.

There have been 
many changes to the 
property over the de-
cades. A parking lot 
was added and even-
tually blacktopped, 
addit ional  Sunday 
school  rooms were 
constructed, as well 
as a baptistery, front 
portico, and steeple. 
A pastor’s home was 

c o n s t r u c t e d  a d j a -
cent to the church. In 
1972, another bath, a 
den, and garage were 
added to the home.

The Woman’s Mis-
sionary Union (WMU) 
of Summersville Bap-
tist Church was orga-
nized in August, 1951.

Mrs. Mildred Bell 
was the last living 
charter member of the 
church. She died in 
1963 as a resident of 
Jefferson County for 
more than 30 years. 
Mrs. Ella Gumm was 
the last charter mem-
ber living in Green 
County. She died in 
1961 at the age of 98, 
having been a resident 
of a nursing home in 
Barren County for less 
than two years. Mrs. 
Ella had been a faith-
ful, active member 
throughout her life.
