If you think this story is about 
Berry Gordy’s 1960’s record label 
that gave us “Baby Love,” “My 
Girl,” and “Ain’t Too Proud To 
Beg,” you’re wrong. It’s about the 
wheeled products Motor City has 
long shipped to the land of kudzu, 
magnolias, and mint juleps, which 
by the way I’ve never had. 

“Last night I went to sleep in 
Detroit City?” Remember that line 
from Bobby Bare’s 1964 country 
music song about making cars, “I 
Wanna Go Home?” Well, MoTown’s 
cars and trucks sleep down South, 
and some will never go home. Wher-
ever I go, I see old trucks and cars 
discarded, abandoned, forgotten, 
and in one way or another relegated 
to a lifetime of immobility, rust, and 
dry-rotting tires.
