  The State of Georgia received 
$552 million from U.S. Treasury’s 
Federal Emergency Rental Assis-
tance Program to provide relief to 
individuals, families, and landlords 
whose finances have been negative-
ly impacted due to the COVID-19 
pandemic. The Georgia Department 
of Community Affairs (DCA) will 
administer the State of Georgia 
Rental Assistance Program (GRA), 
and the online portal to determine 
eligibility and submit applications 
is now available. 
  “The State of Georgia is pleased 
to be able to provide this rental relief 
to those who have fallen behind in 
rent and utility bills due to the pan-
demic,” said Tonya Cureton Curry, 
DCA Deputy Commissioner of 
Housing. “We encourage renters and 
landlords to check the online portal 
immediately to determine if they are 
eligible. It’s our hope this assistance 
will help lessen the financial bur-
dens many Georgian families and 
individuals are facing.”
  GRA offers financial assistance to 
eligible tenants, their landlords, and 
utility providers to cover activities 
including rent arrears, current and 
future rent payments, and utility 
arrears payments. Payment will be 
made directly to the landlords and

utility providers. Payments gener-
ally may not exceed 12 months, but 
some households may qualify for 
a total of 15 months under certain 
circumstances.   
 GRA can serve renter households 
in Georgia who meet the following 
conditions: 
 • Qualified for unemployment 
benefits OR experienced a reduction 
in household income, incurred sig-
nificant costs, or experienced other 
financial hardship due directly or in-
directly to COVID-19 Demonstrates 
a risk of experiencing homelessness 
or housing instability. 
 • Has a household income at or be-
low 80 percent of the Area Median 
Income (AMI), with priority given 
to: 1) households below 50 percent 
of the AMI, or 2)  households with 
one or more individuals who have 
been unemployed 90 days or longer 
at the time of application.  
 The CDC Eviction Moratorium 
has been extended until March 
31, meaning that no one should be 
evicted solely for non-payment of 
rent until that date. Visit GeorgiaLe-
galAid.org for more information.

 Attorney General Chris Carr is 
warning Georgians about a scam 
involving door-to-door sales of 
pine straw or mulch. Consumers 
have complained about disreputable 
landscapers coming to their door, 
claiming to have left-over pine straw 
or mulch from a previous job and of-
fering it to the consumer at a heavily 
discounted rate. After the consumer 
agrees to the recommended number 
of bales, the scammer lays down 
fewer bales than agreed upon and 
then tells the consumer he will need 
to lay down an additional number 
of bales to cover the yard at a cost 
of hundreds of dollars more. If the 
consumer refuses, the scammer tries 
to intimidate the consumer. Some-
times consumers give in to these 
scare tactics just to get the scammer

to leave.
 “Our office encourages consumers 
to be on the lookout for these types 
of door-to-door solicitations this 
Spring,” says Attorney General Carr. 
“If it sounds too good to be true, it is 
likely a scam, and if you feel threat-
ened or harassed, please call local 
law enforcement immediately.”
 The Attorney General’s Consumer 
Protection Division offers the fol-
lowing tips to help you avoid a 
door-to-door landscaping scam:
 l Ask to see the solicitation permit 
issued by the City, if applicable.
 l Ask to see a business card and 
make sure you get the name of the 
business and the employee.
 l Ask for the business’ website 
and check it out.
 l Check the Secretary of State’s 
website to see if the person has a 
business license.
 l Check Better Business Bureau’s 
website (bbb.org) to see if there are 
any complaints against the busi-
ness.
 l Before someone starts the work, 
ask to get the terms in writing, in-
cluding the scope of the job, quantity 
of materials and the final price.
 l To be safe, say no to door-to-
door solicitations and instead con-
tact a reputable company, perhaps 
one that a friend or neighbor recom-
mends.
 If you are being harassed by a 
door-to-door salesperson, call 911.
