Remembering Don Sutton

while fanning 3,574 batters. He
is seventh on the all-time strike-
out list and pitched a remarkable
5,000-plus innings in 774 games.
Compare that to today’s starting
pitchers who only pitch maybe at
the most five, six, or seven innings
per game.

A three-sport athlete in high
school, Sutton was signed by the
Dodgers and spent 1965 pitching
for two different Dodger minor
league clubs. His 23-7 record that
year quickly propelled him to his
rookie season with Los Angeles in
1966 where he joined Don Drysdale,
Sandy Koufax, and Claude Os-
teen on probably the league’s best
pitching staff. The power of that
staff gave Don incentive to win 12
games that season with 209 strike-
outs and only 52 walks. The Dodg-
ers went on to the World Series,
but lost the crown to the Baltimore
Orioles. The Dodgers, with Sutton
on board, also made the World Se-
ries in *74, 77 and *78, losing in all
three contests.

The curly-haired right-handed
moundsman exhibited top notch
control during his career, walk-
ing only 1,343 batters and notch-
ing a .559 winning percentage. He
had two-and-one-half times more
strikeouts than walks.

Don Sutton joined the TV and
radio broadcasting team of the At-
lanta Braves in 1989. During his
30-year broadcasting career, he wit-
nessed the Braves 14-year streak of
National League pennant wins and
also the 1995 World Championship

Don’s tenor-tone type voice
was very distinctive. Because of
his vast experience in playing the
game, he was welcomed by the oth-
er Braves announcers as one who
knew the finite details of what was
going on during the play-by-play
of each game. It may be a strange
but true stat, but Don won only 20
games once in his career and that
was in 1976 when he went 21-10.
This tells you that he had the tenac-
ity and will to pitch 23 years, going
year after year, recording wins and
more wins and at the end had a re-
cord that is in the top rung of the all
time pitching greats.

Hank Aaron, the home run king,
never hit 50 homers in a given year
but in 23 years he amassed 755
round trippers. Consistency for Don
Sutton was a major part of who he
was as a pitcher. We all miss the
popular Mr. Sutton and thank him
for being a part of many treasured
moments in baseball history.
