Let your memory take you back
to watching the game on TV and
out comes this manager, rushing
from the dugout to his next um-
pire recipient of a verbal assault
coupled with intense dramatization
of a missed call or a disputed call
that was emphasized by numerous
acts of protest by the said manager,
Thomas Charles Lasorda.

Tommy, as he was called, liked
to say he bled Dodger Blue. Many
of his years in professional base-
ball were spent with the Dodger
organization. Tommy passed away
in January of 2021 at the age of 93.
He earned the title of Baseball’s
Ambassador for his many years of
promoting the game at venue after
venue and banquet after banquet
proclaiming the positive benefits of
the game he enthusiastically loved
so well.

Born to Italian immigrant par-
ents in the Philadelphia area, he
had an early affinity to the sport of
baseball that would see him start at

the bottom rung and wind up as an
inductee into the National Baseball
Hall of Fame in 1997.

The 17-year-old left-handed
pitcher got his start in pro ball in
1945 with Concord in the North
Carolina State League. He won
only three games all year while los-
ing 12 on a last-place team.

Fast forward to 1949. After
spending two years in service in
WWII, Lasorda moved up to A ball
with the Greenville, S.C., Spin-
ners. Greenville finished third in
the Sally League and Tommy had
a good year, winning seven while
losing seven.

He met a gal from the south
named Jo and they married in 1950.
They enjoyed 70 years of mar-
riage. Tommy played several years
for Montreal in the International
League before being called up to the
big league club in 1954. He pitched
only three years in the majors, two
for the Brooklyn Dodgers and one
year for the Kansas City Athletics.
His record was 0-4 in less that 30
games in his big league career.

This mediocre showing did not
stop Tommy. He got into managing
in the Pioneer League in 1965 and
