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The number of confirmed cases 
of COVID-19 in Lincoln County 
was reported at 525 with twenty-five 
reported fatalities as of the 3 p.m. 
posting by the Georgia Department 
of Public Health on Monday, June 
7.

Neighboring Wilkes County lists 
683 cases and twenty-three deaths, 
McDuffie County reports 1710 cases 
and 42 deaths, Columbia lists 11,182 
cases and 165 deaths, and Richmond 
County reports 20,347 cases and 428 
deaths.

Also reported as of 3 p.m. Mon-
day, 896,081 Georgians had tested 
positive for COVID-19. Of those 
patients, 63,770 were hospitalized, 
and 1 deaths have been reported.

lost and dying world. It is still de-
voted to this cause.

On January 29, 1921, the Con-
gregational Holiness denomina-
tion was organized in High Shoals, 
Georgia. Martin’s Crossroads be-
came the first local church to be 
organized as a Congregational Ho-
liness Church following the orga-
nization of the denomination.

In February of 1921, a small 
group of Holiness and Pentecostal 
believers gathered in the home of 
Zeb B. Angel. It was here, about 
one mile from the present church, 
that Martin’s Crossroads was orga-
nized. The minister in charge of the 
organizational meeting was Rev. 
Hugh Bowling. Rev. W.L. (Leslie) 
Myers was the church’s first pas-
tor.

Martin’s Crossroads Charter 
Members are Zeb and Maggie An-
gel, Jim and Fannie Crook, J.H. and 
Betty Fowler, Pat and Kate Myers, 
L.P. and Louise Angel, John and 
Leola Edmunds, Jim and Sallie 
Howard, and Julia Stockton.

L.P. Angel was elected trustee 
at the organizational meeting and 
served in that capacity for 52 years 
until he passed away in 1973. The 
church has elected only one man 
as a deacon for life during its 100-
year history and that was Thomas 
Haynes who was converted dur-
ing the great revival in 1949 and 
passed away in 1985.

Initially, worship services were 
held in what was known as the Old 
Kenner Schoolhouse. In 1925, the 
church moved into its new church 
building which was located on the 
property where the present church 
now stands. In fact, most of the 
present auditorium is the origi-
nal church building. The property 
was given to the church by Mamie 
(Babe) Bohler.

The local church was the official 
headquarters of the denomination 
from 1925 until 1965 when the 
headquarters was moved to Grif-
fin, Georgia.

dent had been installed. “We have 
a little more work to do before it 
is finished.
