Joyfully, on Martin Luther’s birthday
2003, a facility in Humboldt, Tenn. was
purchased by one of the founding couples,
and the first worship service, although a
temporary setting, was held in it exactly three
months after the congregation was started.
This is only a small piece of representation
of some of the history of Ebenezer Free
Lutheran Church in Humboldt.

Renovations continued on the facility
in 2005. Bible study groups were being
formed around this time as well. Two new
outreach mission projects were started that
provided free clothing to those in need
through “The Clothes Closet” for residents
at the Humboldt Veterans Home.
