(4) To pay off indebt-
edness on two 5-year old 
dump trucks, whereby 
the county acquiring 
ownership;

A report was present-
ed to Fiscal Court mem-
bers regarding the rural 
secondary program, 
which is funded by mo-
tor fuel tax receipts.

Recommended im-
provements for 2022-
2023 included the as-
phalt resurfacing of:

(1) KY 565 from KY 
61 to the Taylor Coun-
ty line, a distance of 
6.148 miles at a cost of 
$550,955;

(2) KY 323 begin-
ning 0.06 miles east of 
Mac Pittman Road to 
the Taylor County line, 
a distance of 0.224 at a 
cost of $24,784.
