Wednesday night, almost dou-bling up the Hawks, beatingthem 47-24.The Lady Warriors held theLady Hawks to just five pointsin each of the second and thirdquarters. They scored sevenpoints in each of the bookends.At halftime, Tuscola was

only up by nine, 21-12, and thethird quarter was not all thatoffensively active for eitherteam, but the Warriors wereable to creep even away evenfurther. The Tuscola defenselimited Meridian to just twobuckets, both of which werescored by freshman guardHaley Leffler.

Their other point wasscored by Emma Babb. TheWarriors were leading 33-17at the end of the third quarter.Within the first 90 seconds ofthe fourth quarter, an old fash-ioned three point play by IzzyWilcox with 6:37 left to playgave the Warriors a comfort-able 38-18 lead.

The game did not start offthat way. Given it was theirsenior night, the Lady Hawksentered the game fired up andplayed on adrenalin given itwas their senior night. At onepoint in the first quarter, theyled the Warriors 7-4. Theyeven held the lead at the end ofthe first break, 7-6, as the Lady

Warriors managed only buck-ets by Sydney moss and TaylorMusgrave. The other twopoints were scored by SophieKremitzki, who was one of twoLady Warriors in double fig-ures.In the second quarter, theWarriors woke up and wouldscore 15 to the Hawks' fivepoints and take the lead forgood. No less than seven War-riors scored in the secondquarter. They struck fromeverywhere, hitting from threepoint land, the charity stripeand regulation buckets.No one was more prolificscoring than junior Ella Boyer.The guard scored her fourpoints with the clock at astandstill as she netted fourfree throws. Kremitzki wouldnail a three pointer, one ofthree that she had during thegame, while Ava Boyer, HarleyWoodard and Musgrave eachhad regulation buckets. MollyMcCaulay and Wilcox each hadone free throw. The secondquarter gave Tuscola the leadfor good.The Warriors will start theIllinois High School Associa-tion Regionals this week. Thefirst scheduled game for theLady Warriors, who are rankedthird, will play Okaw Valley at7:30 p.m. If they beat OkawValley, who is ranked sixth inthat regional complex, they willplay for the regional title at 7p.m. on Thursday night. AllTuscola's regional games willbe played in Macon Meridian.From there, the winner ofthe Macon Meridian Regionalwill advance to the IHSA Class1A Sectional at Tuscola. Theother regionals that will feedinto the Tuscola Sectional willbe Hume Shiloh Regional,which features Arcola, ToledoCumberland Regional and Alta-mont Regional. There will betwo games on Tuesday, Febru-ary 22, one at 6 p.m. and theother at 7:30 p.m. or after thefirst game. Tuscola will play inthe second game, providedthey have not lost.
