Patti Young dis-

cussed table manners. MichelleKennedy talked about planningmeals, and Donna Bissey gavea talk about photography.
February 9, 1922Silas Williams, the furnitureman who now has the distinc-tion of having been in businesshere longer than any otherman, and who has seen themall pass away or move to otherplaces, can give some interest-ing history of the early days be-fore the war.Joe Cannon, the congress-man came in 1859 and built ahouse on East Scott Street. Hewas a bachelor at the time andbuilt it for his mother. On Sept.7, 1860, William Cannon,brother of Joseph, started fromMontezuma in two coveredwagons drawn by horses, thewagons containing the house-hold effects of Mrs. Cannon andthe family. Mr. Williams startedthe same day for Tuscola driv-ing through in a two-horse car-riage. He started out as anewspaper man.The Williams family allowed

the Cannon caravan severalhours start in the direction ofTuscola and arrived about thesame time. At that time, JoeCannon was a poor, younglawyer here with scarcely adollar to his name.Mr. Williams says he re-members being in Cannon's of-fice, a two-story frame buildingon the corner of Sale and Parkestreets. He it was occupied byanother lawyer, Thomas Ma-coughtry, the firm being Ma-coughtry and Cannon. Theoffice was scantily furnishedcontaining an old table, tworickety chairs, a small stoveand a few law books on theshelves. It had the general ap-pearance of poverty, and thetwo young lawyers were nodoubt having a hard time tokeep their heads above waterfinancially as clients then werefew.About that time, a box con-taining law books was thrownoff the train and it was brokenopen. John Fairbairn, an assis-tant at the depot, asked Mr.Cannon who the books be-

longed to, and he said theywere his and asked thecharge.Johnny told him the bill was50 cents. Mr. Cannon reachedinto his jeans and pulled out 50cents in silver saying as he did,"that's the last penny I've got tomy name."But over the next couple ofyears, the law firm found moreclients and began to prosper. Ithas been 68 years since Mr.Cannon hung out his shinglehere, coming from Shelbyville,where he first started in thelaw business. He failed to makeenough there to pay his officerent.
February 23, 1922Uncle Joe Cannon, who willretire from the House at theend of his present term after aservice of 46 years, declared ina letter to his constituents thatit is time for old heads to giveway to younger hearts, alertand active minds and vigorousbodies.He encouraged his succes-sor to consider the interests of

the nation, not just his own dis-trict.
