have two bedrooms withkitchens and utility hook-ups.He’s hoping the city will givehim the necessary permits torent the first floor out as officespace. There will be 24 resi-dential units. The orange brickexterior will be stained a lightgray with black and white trim.The parking lots will get newasphalt in April, and he’s look-ing into solar panels.When the exterior improve-ments are made, “it’s reallygoing to pop,” he said. Hehopes to have the buildingready for occupancy in mid- tolate-summer.The building has always hada commercial use, first as ahospital and then a senior liv-ing center with offices and acommunity room/cafeteria.Sally Foote, who, along withher husband Tom Wold, soldthe building to Robinson con-tinues to rent space on theground for her veterinarianclasses. Robinson said he hasseveral businesses interestedin the space if he can securethe proper permits from thecity.Foote and Wold bought thebuilding from the county in1990 after the hospital closed.

They first used some of thespace as a medical clinic andthen developed upper floorsinto congregate living space.The main building was builtin 1965. What’s left of the oldhospital to the south also con-tains apartments and was partof the sale to Robinson. Thefront of the old building has ablock wall facing Main Street,and Robinson said he’d like tohave a mural painted therethat represents the phases oflife from birth to death repre-senting the original purpose ofthe building.The new venture will becalled Jarman Plaza. He said hehad thought about droppingthe Jarman name, but his sonconvinced him that peoplewould call it Jarman regard-less. A lot of local people wereborn there and many othersdied there, so the building hasa lot of sentiment attached toit, he said.Foote and Wold indicatedthat they wanted to see thebuilding continue to be a vi-brant part of the community.They said they would considera lower offer if they liked theplan for the building. They did-n’t want to see it deteriorate orbought by a corporate entityhoping to “flip” the property.Robinson said they made

good on that with his offer.They turned down moremoney, he said, because theyliked his vision for the buildingand the energy he brings to theproject.“The support of a commu-nity is important,” Robinsonsaid. “There needs to be morepositivity in people."Raised in Atwood (AtwoodHigh School class of 1996) andnow residing near Humboldt,Robinson started out as a car-penter and said he started buy-ing rental properties on theside to give himself somethingto do in the winter time. “Oneday, I realized I didn’t have aretirement.” He added proper-ties and became self-employedabout two years ago. With thecompletion of the Jarmanproperty, he will have 125units in Tuscola, Arcola, At-wood and Arthur. He will have45 units in Tuscola with Jar-man Plaza.His most recent project inTuscola was a five-unit apart-ment behind the old Brooksideon Niles Avenue, which alreadyhad five apartments. The newunits are one-bedroom studioapartments.“A lot of people hate apart-ment buildings in their town,”he said. But he said if a com-munity is going to grow, itneeds affordable housing.Someone new to town may notbe able to buy or build a houseright away, but they need someplace to live in the meantime,he said. “There’s little to noth-ing in this town to rent.” Froma landlord perspective, he saidapartments tend to have fewermaintenance problems and aremore profitable than houses.His housing empire is a fam-ily venture with his three chil-dren working for him as well ashis partner of seven years,Heather Pullen. Heather man-ages the properties, he said, andhis son Chase is “the brains” ofbusiness handling payroll andother paperwork. Son Cole doesconcrete work. “He’s a builderlike me,” Robinson said. Daugh-

ter Corrine is still in school butcontributes a lot in the way ofdesign and colors, he said. “If I’mhaving trouble, like on how to doa kitchen, I give it to her. She’s afresh set of eyes. It comes easy toher.”

Robinson has also put in aproposal to build a large apart-ment building in downtownArcola, where the old Metro-politan Block stood. He saidhe’s still in negotiations withthe city on that property, but

when Jarman became avail-able, he jumped on it. Interestrates are still pretty low, so it’sbeen a good time to borrow; hesaid he thinks constructionwill slow down as interestrates start to creep up.
