The band's 
mission is to preserve the 
hard-driving traditional 
bluegrass sound, while 
including material from 
other musical styles. In 
2021 High Water 
emerged from the pan-
demic with a new mis-
sion, and for the first time 
since 2001, a new mem-
ber.

Blue Ridge, The Alum 
Ridge Boys & Ashlee 
bring together the best 
elements of old time 
mountain music and tradi-
tional bluegrass to pro-
duce a uniquely authentic 
old time sound.
