‘rodear’ meaning roundup. 
Cattle are typically gathered 
using many of the techniques of 
which rodeos are made. 

Bull riding remains one of the 
most popular of rodeo events, 
and one of the most dangerous.

The rodeo committee worked 
really hard getting all pieces 
organized to make the rodeo 
an enjoyable addition to Potato 
Days. “Now we are finalizing 
the plans for parking, food 
trucks and vendors, beer garden, 
and setting up the arena at the 
grandstand,” Megan Askegaard 
advised. She is the rodeo 
committee chairperson..
