Jan. 31, 2013• One of the all-time greats inthe history of Arcola athleticshad died. Charles EdwardHarshbarger Jr., 72, of GreatFalls, Fairfax County, formerlyof Arocla died on Saturday, Jan.20, 2013. While at Arcola, Mr.Harshbarger was a four-yearstarter in basketball. The 6-3 center, who graduat-ed in 1958, held the school’s

career scoring mark for severalyears and remains fourth on theschool’s all-time scoring chartwith 1,618 points. In football hewas co-captain of the 1957 foot-ball team that finished with a 7-0-1 record. He was on the 1957-58 Sweet Sixteen squad, (oneclass system) which was thefirst time in school history thePurple Riders advanced to thatpoint. Known then as ‘Easy Ed,’ Mr.Harshbarger is one of only 11Purple Rider boys players in theprogram’s history to score morethan 1,000 points.  Harshbargerearned his masters and PH. D.degree from the University ofIllinois and Purdue Universityrespectively, and then enjoyed along and successful career as anagricultural economist in theFarm Credit Administration’sEconomic Analysis Division inWashington, D.C. • Farmers NationalCompany, a leading farm andranch management and broker-age company, has announcedthat Winnie Stortzum and MacBoyd were recently presentedthe Farmers National CompanyGold Eagle award for their out-standing efforts in real estate. • The Arcola Lions Club meton Wednesday, Jan. 22 at theFirst Christian Church.
