¢ A group composed of local
citizens has been formed to
inform voters in the Arcola
School District about the pro-
posed remodeling and con-
struction plans for the school.
The citizens group first met on
Jan 24 to hear details of the
project, as explained by school
superintendent John Lowey.
Heading the information com-
mittee are Jim Clark and Dave
Uphoff, who also serve as co-
chairmen of the Citizens
Advisory Committee,Dale
Gardner, president of the
Arcola School Board and
Lowey.

e A small farm community
in the United States is very
much the same as a similar
community in the Soviet
Union according to one of the
two Russian poets who were
visitors last Thursday. The
group, which included the two
poets, Michail Lukonin and
Sergei Narcovchatov was
greeted by the Arcola High
School Band when they
arrived in Arcola at the First
National Bank.

Following a tour of the
bank, the viewed the opera-
tions at the Thomas Monahan
Company and the Warren
Bros. Broom Factory. Lukonin
was able to roll a strike on the
bowling alleys at the Embassy
before the group visited the
Robert E. Coombe farm west
of Arcola and made a tour of
the Robert C. Coombe home
on route 133.

They were served an Amish
meal at the Edna Miller home
west of Arthur, which was fol-
lowed by a visit to the Arthur
Collar shop and a visit to Old
Bagdad at Rockome Gardens.
The poets were able to master
the reins of an Amish buggy
when they made a solo jour-
ney on the Danny Miller farm.

The group visited an
English class at Arcola high
School where Lukonin recited
one of his poems through the

interpreter and told the group
that small communities were
closer to the earth than big
cities.

motel to be located near the I-
57 interchange. The two,
together with Jack
Zimmerman plan to construct
a motel restaurant complex
which would contain a 60-unit
motel, a tasty-world family-
type restaurant and also a sep-
arate lounge and restaurant to
be called Nights Out. The
liquor license was amended to
create another license so that
the application could be con-
sidered at a later date.

¢ While keeping the weight-
ed grade system in place, the
Arcola School Board took
steps at its meeting Monday
night that is intended to place
more emphasis on a student’s
letter grade. The school board
unanimously approved the
elimination of the multiplier,
which has been an incentive
for students to take more than
the required number of class-
es to improve their grade
point average and their class
rank. The committee listed 14
reasons why they felt the mul-
tiplier should be eliminated.

Street. The 152-year-old
organization has met in a
place above the former
Lindenmeyer Insurance

offices on Main Street since
The Great Depression, but
structural issues with the
building  prompted  the
Masonic Lodge to approach
the city council about utilizing
the vacant lot at 111 S. Locust
Street, formerly the Illinois
Amish Interpretive Center, to
build a facility that would
serve the dual-purpose of
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being a meeting place for the
Masons while also serving the
needs of the community. The
Masons would develop a
building project estimated at
between $250,000 ($318,
510.50 today) and $300,000
($382, 212.60 today) on the

property.
