Simpson sets Arcola indoor long jump record

URBANA - Ema Simpson
set an Arcola indoor track
record last Thursday at Mount
Zion going 16-1 in the long
jump. Saturday in the Gene
Armer meet hosted by Urbana
at the University of Illinois
Armory Simpson had a per-
sonal record in the 200 of
28.16, good for seventh place.
The freshman was also second
in the long jump going 15-6.

As a team Arcola finished
sixth out of 12 squads in the
meet won by the host school,
Mt. Zion and the Lady Riders
were 16th out of 54 teams last
Saturday.

Highlighting the boys was

senior Mitchel Myers again as
he was third in the shot put
Saturday in the 44th Gene
Armer Meet with a put of 53-8
%. On March 4 Myers set the
school indoor record of 54-11.
His first throw was 50 feet
which broke the record, but
he went on to go 54-11 on his
third throw.

Arcola was 27th out of 54
teams Saturday in the meet
won by Mascoutah.

On the girls side Saturday
Crystal Ramirez was eighth in
the high jump with a season-
best 4-8, while Kesley Moore
was 10th in the 60 hurdles at
10.98.

At Mt. Zion Moore took

home third in the 60 hurdles
in 10.77 and fourth in the 400
at 1:06.05, while Eva Hopkins
was ninth in both the 60 dash
(9.09) and triple jump (28-6).

Arocla was to have opened
its outdoor track season
March 21, but it was resched-
uled for Tuesday due to
inclement weather. It is a six
team meet with Arocla, Villa
Grove, Teutopolis, Judah
Christian, Arthur-Lovington-
Atwood-Hammond and
Sullivan.
