The Douglas County Board approved an 

ordinance to extend the temporary morato-
rium regarding the acceptance or approval of 
any Wind Energy Conversion Systems (WECS) 
during its June 21 meeting. The extension lasts 
24 months. 

The ordinance said that the Douglas County 
Board seeks to study the ordinance and possi-
bly revise it to “fully protect and preserve public 
safety, natural resources, property values, and 
aesthetic conditions within Douglas County.”

According to the ordinance, the use of wind-
mills, wind turbines or other systems could po-
tentially create issues for Douglas County resi-
dents, including location, height and regulatory 
issues.

In other news, the Board approved an agree-
ment between Douglas and Coles County Coun-
cil on Aging for transportation in Douglas Coun-
ty in �iscal year 2024.
