In March, she spent time 
at  the “Chocolate Shoppe” 
ice cream factory in Madison, 
WI (the brand she is serving) 
where they showed her how 
they make it, as well as  how 
to dip ice cream and make sun-
daes and waffle cones.  This is a 
quality ice cream, as local dairy 
farmers provide the milk.  

I had the privilege of tasting 
every flavor as I interviewed 
Sharon and they all were 
AMAZING!  I’m a big ice cream 

fan, and this was some of the 
most creative and flavorful I 
had ever had!   

A couple from Springfield 
were present and each ordered 
malts - one vanilla, and the 
other, butter pecan - and com-
mented on how delicious they 
were.  

You can also order hand-
made sodas (made with soda 
syrup and carbonated water) 
and phosphates (a liquid mix-
ture added to soda that makes 
it taste a bit like sour candy).  

Many in Arthur will be happy 
to know that ...the “green river 
is back!”  

Cindy Reed has been training 
Sharon in how to make phos-
phates.  She and her father 
David have been instrumen-
tal in fielding questions, talk-
ing through the business, and 
sharing recipes, as has Theresa 
Dicks, who is also preparing 
to teach Sharon how to make 
drumsticks.  

It’s a fun step back in time 
as treats are served in glass 
dishes and goblets and guests 
can peruse the many photos of 
Arthur history displayed on the 
brick wall.
