For the past 20 years he 
would go to Ginger Creek in 
Champaign to play Bridge with 
his favorite partner, Allen Hall. 
They won �irst place so many 
times. Even after moving to 
Brookstone in Tuscola, he and 
Allen would still get together 
to play. When he was younger, 
he enjoyed hunting pheasant 
and rabbits, and loved to �ish.
